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PREZ - AFRICA VISIT

President Droupadi Murmu has reached Angola for the first leg of her
two-nation State Visit to Africa. She landed in the Capital city of Luanda
last evening (11 PM IST). This is the first State Visit by an Indian Head of
State to Angola. The visit assumes significance as the two countries are
celebrating 40 years of diplomatic relations this year. The visit marks the
second high level meeting between the two countries this year. Earlier in
May, Angola’s President had visited New Delhi. Today (Sunday), President
Murmu will hold bilateral talks with the Angolan President, Joao Manuel
Gongcalves Lourenco, at the Presidential Palace in Luanda. The two
countries are likely to sign and exchange MoUs on issues of mutual
interests following this.

The deliberations are likely to take forward the issues discussed
between the two countries in the previous high-level talks held in New
Delhi in May this year.

EVE BIHAR CAMPAIGNING

Campaigning for the second phase of Bihar Assembly elections
continued on a feverish pitch on the penultimate day of canvassing today.
In this phase, voting will take place on Tuesday in 122 assembly
constituencies across 20 districts. Senior leaders from the NDA,
Mahagathbandhan, and other parties today made a last ditch efforts to
garner support for their candidates by holding rallies and public meetings
across the state. Addressing an election rally in Bettiah, senior BIP leader
and Prime Minister Narendra Modi alleged that Rashtriya Janata Dal and
Congress have no concern for development. He said leaders of both parties
are misleading people on development and employment.

Senior BIP leader Rajnath Singh, while campaigning in Dinara, said, a
stable government is needed for the development of Bihar, and this
stability will come when NDA returns to power. Another BJP leader and
Union Home Minister Amit Shah, in a public meeting in Supaul, alleged that
the RID and Congress support infiltrators. Addressing a public meeting in
Jehanabad, Janata Dal (United) President and Chief Minister Nitish Kumar
said the atmosphere of fear has ended in the state after he took charge in
Bihar. BJP leader and Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath also
addressed several public meetings today.



On the other hand, Senior Congress leader Priyanka Gandhi
addressed a rally in Purnia. She accused that NDA has been in power in
Bihar for 20 years, but still migration for employment remains a major
problem. Rashtriya Janata Dal leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav said in
Barachatti in Gaya district, that his real fight is against unemployment.
Samajwadi Party President Akhilesh Yadav also addressed a public meeting
in Rajnagar in Madhubani. Jan Suraaj founder Prashant Kishor criticized the
NDA, asserting that Bihar lacks factories and jobs. He said that voters are
demanding employment opportunities and industrial development in the
state.

Law and Justice Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal said that the National Legal
Services Authority, NALSA has played an important role in providing legal
assistance and services to citizens in need. He underscored that the initiatives like
Tele-Law and Legal Services are being implemented in the country to ensure
access to justice for the last person in line. Mr Meghwal said, under the Tele-Law,
which was launched in 2017, more than one crore beneficiaries across the country
have received pre-litigation advice. He added that the budget allocation for legal
aid activities under NALSA has also been significantly increased from 68 crore
rupees in 2015-16 to 400 crore rupees in the current financial year.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Dehradun today to participate
in @ programme marking the Silver Jubilee celebration of the formation of
Uttarakhand. During the visit, the Prime Minister will also launch a
commemorative postal stamp to mark the occasion and address the
gathering. He will inaugurate and lay the foundation stones for various
development projects worth over 8 thousand crores rupees, including the
inauguration of projects worth over 930 crores rupees and the foundation
stone laying of projects worth over 7 thousand crores rupees. These
projects cater to several key sectors including drinking water, irrigation,
technical education, energy, urban development, sports, and skill
development.

The Prime Minister will also release a support amount of 62 crores
rupees to more than 28,000 farmers directly into their bank accounts under
PM Fasal Bima Yojana. The projects that will be inaugurated by Prime
Minister include Dehradun water supply coverage for 23 zones under
AMRUT scheme, electrical substation in Pithoragarh district, solar power
plants in government buildings, AstroTurf Hockey Ground at Haldwani
Stadium in Nainital, among others.

He will lay the foundation stone of two key hydro-sector related
projects - Song Dam Drinking Water Project which will supply 150 million
liters per day drinking water to Dehradun and Jamarani Dam Multipurpose
Project in Nainital, which will provide drinking water, support irrigation and
electricity generation. Other projects whose foundation stone will be laid
include electrical substations, establishment of Women’s Sports College in
Champawat, state-of-the-art dairy plant in Nainital, among others.
