JITIN PRASADA-MEETING

Minister of State for Commerce and Industry Jitin Prasada today held
a bilateral meeting with Romania’s Minister Oana-Silvia Toiu in Bucharest.
The Ministry of Commerce and Industry said that the discussions during
the meeting focused on expanding trade, attracting investment, and
strengthening resilient supply chains within the broader India-EU economic
framework. Both sides agreed to work towards the conclusion of a fair,
balanced, and mutually beneficial India-EU Free Trade Agreement (FTA),
within this year. Both Ministers further reviewed the stable trade and
investment ties between India and Romania. The Ministry added that
India’s exports to Romania crossed 1.03 billion dollars in financial year
2024-25, while overall bilateral trade reached about 2.98 billion dollars in
financial year 2023-24. Both sides agreed to deepen supply-chain linkages
in priority sectors such as petroleum products, engineering goods,
pharmaceuticals, and ceramics, and to facilitate collaboration in standards,
testing, and investment partnerships to enhance market access on both
sides.

IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has predicted thunderstorms
accompanied by lightning and gusty winds over the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands for today. Similar weather conditions are expected at isolated
places over Andhra Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir,
Ladakh, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, Telangana, and Uttarakhand.
The Met Department has also predicted squally weather conditions over
the Andaman Sea, parts of the east-central Bay of Bengal, and adjoining
areas of the northeast Bay of Bengal. Meanwhile, the weather agency has
also forecast light rainfall at isolated places of Delhi- NCR.

According to the Central Pollution Control Board , air quality in the
Delhi-NCR region continues to remain in the very poor category, with an
average Air Quality Index - AQI of 309 recorded at 7 a.m. today. The sub-
committee of the Commission for Air Quality Management has already
imposed Graded Response Action Plan- GRAP-2 under the restrictions in
the National Capital Region.

As per the AQI scale, an index value between 0 and 50 is considered
good, 51 to 100 satisfactory, 101 to 200 moderate, 201 to 300 poor, and
301 to 400 very poor. An AQI between 401 and 450 falls under the severe
category.

EC-SIR

The Election Commission of India (EC) will launch the second round
of its Special Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise today, covering nine states
and three Union territories with a combined electorate of around 51 crore.
The large-scale revision of the electoral rolls will conclude with the
publication of the final voter list on February 7, 2026. This marks the
second phase of the SIR, following its implementation in Bihar, where the
final electoral roll containing nearly 7.42 crore names was published on
September 30. The new phase will include the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands, Lakshadweep, Chhattisgarh, Goa, Gujarat, Kerala, Madhya
Pradesh, Puducherry, Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, and West



Bengal. Among these, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Kerala, and West Bengal
are due for assembly elections in 2026. Assam, another state headed for
polls that year, will not be part of this round due to an ongoing Supreme
Court-supervised verification of citizenship under the provisions of the
Citizenship Act. The SIR will begin with the enumeration stage today and
continue until December 4. Draft electoral rolls will be released on
December 9, followed by the final publication on February 7, 2026. This
will be the ninth such revision since independence, the last one having
taken place between 2002 and 2004. According to the EC, the SIR aims to
ensure that no eligible citizen is left out of the rolls while removing
ineligible names, including illegal migrants. The process involves verifying
voters’ place of birth, which officials say will help identify non-citizens,
particularly in light of recent crackdowns on illegal migrants from
Bangladesh and Myanmar.

Union Coal Mines Minister G. Kishan Reddy has asserted that the
Telangana government is yet to submit the revised Detailed Project Report
(DPR) for the proposed second phase of the Hyderabad Metro Rail. This
follows the State’s decision to take over Phase One of the 69.2 km project
from the concessionaire L&T Metro Rail Hyderabad (L&TMRH). Speaking to
the media in Hyderabad yesterday, Mr Reddy said the Centre has not been
formally informed about the agreement. He said his inquiries with Union
Minister for Housing and Urban Affairs Manohar Lal Khattar revealed that
the revised DPR is yet to be submitted. The Telangana State government
last month announced its decision to pay 2,100 crore rupees to L&T
towards its equity investment and assume the project’'s debt of
approximately 13 thousand crore rupees for Phase One. This move is
aimed at forming a Joint Venture (JV) with the Centre to access funding
from multilateral agencies such as JICA, at an interest rate of 2 per cent for
the second phase. The proposed 76.4 km expansion, estimated to cost
over 24 thousand crore rupees, will span five corridors across the twin
cities.
