The Prime Minister asserted that India is not just an emerging market, but 
also an emerging model.

 Mr Modi said, in the year 2022, the European crisis affected global 
supply chains and energy markets, impacting the entire world and despite 



this, India’s economic growth continued strongly through 2022-23. 
Referring to the recent Bihar Assembly elections, the Prime Minister termed 
the results as historic adding  that the State has recorded the highest ever 
voter turnout since 1951 with women’s turnout approximately nine percent 
higher than that of men. He affirmed that this too is a victory of 
democracy.

The National Investigation Agency (NIA) has arrested another key 
associate of the terrorist involved in the Red Fort area car blast case. Jasir 
Bilal Wani, a Kashmiri resident was arrested from Srinagar. According to 
the agency, Wani allegedly provided technical support for carrying out the 
terror attack. NIA revealed that Wani modified drones and attempted to 
make rockets ahead of the blast. It added that Wani is an active co-
conspirator of the attack and worked closely with terrorist Umar Nabi to 
plan the terror carnage. The investigating agency said that it is exploring 
various angles to unravel the conspiracy behind the bombing.

In Telangana, the Hyderabad Cyber Crime Unit arrested the alleged 
mastermind behind the iBomma and Bappam piracy racket. The ecosystem 
is a sprawling network of more than 65 mirror websites that has caused 
losses running into thousands of crores for the Telugu film industry. 
Investigators say the accused also diverted lakhs of users from piracy 
platforms to illegal betting sites, fuelling large-scale financial fraud and 
data theft.

The UN Security Council last night approved a US plan for Gaza that 
authorizes an international stabilization force to provide security in the 
devastated territory and envisions a possible future path to an independent 
Palestinian state. Russia, which had circulated a rival resolution, abstained 
along with China on the 13-0 vote. The vote is a crucial next step for the 
fragile ceasefire and efforts to outline Gaza’s future following two years of 
war between Israel and Hamas.

The Minister 
also highlighted that in line with the objectives of the Paris Agreement over 
2 billion plants were planted under the community led initiative in just 
sixteen months in the country.  

On the sidelines of the summit, Mr Yadav also addressed Leadership 
Group for Industry Transition - LeadIT Industry Leaders’ Roundtable. 
Speaking on the occasion the Minister called for stronger global 
partnerships to accelerate industrial transition. He added that collective 
efforts would help achieve the goals of the Paris Agreement and create a 
sustainable future for generations to come.

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UN-HASINA SENTENCE 

 UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres has opposed the death 
penalty imposed on ousted Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina in 
absentia by country's court. During his daily media briefing, UN Chief's 
Spokesperson Stephane Dujarric said, the United Nations stand against the 
use of the death penalty in all circumstances. 
 The 78-year old politician was tried in her absence by country's 
International Crimes Tribunal in Dhaka for alleged crimes against humanity 
over violent crackdown during student-led protests last year. She is 
currently living in exile. Alongside Ms Hasina, Bangladesh's former Home 
Minister Asaduzzaman Khan Kamal also sentenced to death in absentia in 
the case yesterday while former Inspector General of Police Chowdhury 
Abdullah Al-Mamun, who turned state witness, was sentenced to five years 



of imprisonment. 
 The Spokesperson citing a statement by UN Human Rights High 
Commissioner Volker Turk said, the death penalty was handed down by a 
local court comprised of solely of Bangladeshi judges that styled itself the 
International Crimes Tribunal, which convicted her of crimes against 
humanity. 
 Mr Turk’s Spokesperson Ravina Shamdasani, in a statement issued in 
Geneva, said, they were not privy to the conduct of this trial and such 
proceedings should unquestionably meet international standards of due 
process and fair trial when it is conducted in absentia with the possibility of 
death penalty.  
 The charges stem from last year’s student-led protests in July and 
August, during which Bangladesh prosecutors allege the then Awami 
League government violently suppressed protesters. <><><>
