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DAY-PM-RAIPUR POLICE MEET

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is chairing the 60th All India
Conference of Directors General and Inspectors General of Police in
Chhattisgarh.

The three-day conference began yesterday at the Indian Institute of
Management in Nawa Raipur. Union Home Minister Amit Shah inaugurated
the conference. He said the conference has been shaped as a portal of
solutions to internal security, laying broad principles for strategising and
policy making. Mr. Shah said the country has achieved significant progress
in the last 11 years in its operations against radicalisation, extremism,
insurgency and narcotics.

Addressing the conference, Mr. Shah reiterated the significance of
accuracy of intelligence, clarity of objectives, and synergy in action to
shield the nation from new age threats. He said the discussions held in this
Conference would help in preparing a Roadmap for Policing towards Viksit
Bharat.

Union Home Minister also awarded Police Medals for Meritorious
Service and trophies to the three best Police Stations in the country. This
year, the theme of the conference is Viksit Bharat: Security Dimensions.
The deliberations are focusing on developing next-level security
frameworks to safeguard citizens against new-age challenges. Detailed
discussions are also being held on key national security issues, including
Left-Wing Extremism, counter-terrorism, disaster management, women’s
safety, and the use of forensic science and artificial intelligence in policing.
During the conference, the Prime Minister will also present the President’s
Police Medal for Distinguished Service.

The conference is being attended by National Security Adviser Ajit
Doval, the Union Minister of State for Home Nityanand Rai, Directors



General of Police from various States and Union Territories, as well as
heads of Central Police Organisations.

Union Minister of Information and Broadcasting and Electronics and
Information Technology, Ashwini Vaishnav has said that India would soon
become a major Semiconductor Nation in the world and Mohali based
Semiconductor Training Lab, SCL would play a major role in it.

CYCLONE DITWAH - CHN

Cyclonic Storm Ditwah is moving towards Coastal Tamilnadu after
creating disaster in Srilanka. Presently it is located about 80 km west of
Srilankan coast and it is moving northwestwards with a speed of 7 kmph
and is nearby 220 km southeast of Karaikal and 380 kms from Puducherry.
Ditwah is actively pacing toward the Northern coasts of the State and is at
430 km from South of Chennai. It is very likely to reach over Southwest
Bay of Bengal near North Tamilnadu and South Andhra Coasts by early
morning tomorrow.

The Indian Air Force carried 21 tonnes of relief material along with
over 80 NDRF personnel and eight tonnes of equipment to Colombo.
Essential ration and critical supplies have also been delivered to support
affected communities in the Cyclone Ditwah affected areas. In the wake of
the Cyclone Ditwah, India has launched Operation Sagar Bandhu to bolster
relief efforts in Sri Lanka. Under the operation, the Indian Air Force
deployed one C-130 and one IL-76 from Hindan Air Base last night.

Sri Lanka continues to battle the escalating impact of Cyclone Ditwah,
which remains active over the island. The death toll has climbed to 69, with
34 missing and more than two lakh 19 thousand people affected across
multiple districts. It is very likely to reach over Southwest Bay of Bengal
near North Tamilnadu and South Andhra Coasts by tomorrow morning.
India has expanded its emergency assistance under Operation Sagar
Bandhu. A special aircraft carrying health supplies, received by the Sri
Lanka Air Force, arrived early this morning, with another flight due shortly.
