PM-SAFRAN: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today virtually inaugurated the largest
maintenance, repair and overhaul (MRO) facility France’s Safran at GMR at Rajiv
Gandhi International Airport at Shamshabad in Hyderabad. He urged the firm to
explore possibilities of aircraft engine and component design in India. Speaking on
the occasion, Prime Minister Narendar Modi said India’s vast Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprise (MSME) network and its young talent pool will provide
significant support for such efforts. He said Safran Aerospace should also leverage
India’s talent and opportunities for propulsion design and manufacturing, he said.
Chief Minister Revanth Reddy appealed to Prime Minister Narendra Modi to declare
Bengaluru-Hyderabad as a defence and aerospace corridor as such a move will
contribute to the Viksit Bharat objectives. (SB-CM)Civil Aviation Minister
Rammohan Naidu said the country will become a preferred destination for aircraft
maintenance activities. The Safran Aircraft Engine Services India (SAESI) facility in
the city will be operational in 2026.

AADHAR: The Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI) has deactivated
over two crore Aadhaar numbers of deceased individuals as part of a nationwide
clean-up effort to maintain continued accuracy of Aadhaar database. The Ministry
of Electronics and Information Technology said that UIDAI sourced this data from
Registrar General of India, States and Union Territories. It added that no Aadhaar
number is ever re-assigned to another individual. The Ministry said in case of the
death of a person, it is essential that his or her Aadhaar number is deactivated to
prevent potential identity fraud or unauthorised usage of such Aadhaar number for
availing welfare benefits. Meanwhile, UIDAI has asked Aadhaar number holders
to report death of their family members on myAadhaar Portal after obtaining their
death certificate from the death registering authorities. NSD 11

FIRE: The death toll from the fire incident at Shaliband in Old City on Monday night
has risen to two after Gomathi Enterprises owner Shiva Kumar Bansal succumbed
while undergoing treatment at Apollo DRDO Hospital late on yesterday night.
According to the police, One person died at the spot, while eight others were injured.
The identity of the other deceased person is still unknown. Moghalpura police issued a
lookout circular but no one has come forward to claim the body so far. Hyderabad
District Fire Officer-11 Ajmeera Sreedas said as of preliminary examination, the blaze
originated inside the building, likely due to electrical reasons. A detailed probe is
underway to determine the exact cause.
