DIED: Renowned poet and lyricist Andesri, known for composing the Telangana
State anthem Jaya Jayahe Telangana, passed away this morning. He was 64 and is
survived by three daughters and a son. According to family members, Andesri
collapsed suddenly at home in Lalapet in Hyderabad and was rushed to Gandhi
Hospital, where he died while undergoing treatment. Born on July 18, 1961, in
Rebarthi village of Maddur mandal in the erstwhile Warangal district, Andesri’s
real name was Ande Ellanna. Despite having no formal education, he emerged as a
widely respected poet and cultural voice. He initially worked as a construction
labourer and later gained recognition with his popular song Mayamai
Pothunadamma Manishannavadu. Andesri played a key role during the Telangana
statehood movement, inspiring people through his songs and recitations.. He won
many awards including the Nandi Award in 2006 for the film Ganga, the Academy
of Universal Global Peace Doctorate in 2014, the Dasarathi Sahitya Puraskar and
the Ravuri Bharadwaja Literary Award in 2015 among other honors. Andesri’s
final rites will be conducted with full State honours. Chief Minister Revanth Reddy
expressed deep shock over sudden demise of the renowned poet and lyricist, Ande
Sri today.He stated that the passing of Ande Sri, who penned the Telangana state




song "Jaya Jayahe Telangana,” is an irreparable loss to the literary world
of Telangana. Former Chief Minister and BRS party president, Kalvakuntla
Chandrashekhar Rao also expressed deep shock over the sudden death of Ande Sri.

SC-NHAI: The Supreme Court took suo moto cognisance of a road accident
In Rajasthan’s Phalodi, where a tempo carrying pilgrims struck a stationary truck
killing 15 people. While hearing the matter today, the Court directed the National
Highway Authority of India to submit a report explaining how Dhabas along the
national highways are situated in areas which are not notified as facility areas by
the authorities. A bench of Justices JK Maheshwari and Vijay Bishnoi also asked
the NHAI to submit a report on the bad conditions of the highways despite tolls
being collected. The Supreme Court is also cognizant of the recent bus accident
that took place on the Hyderabad-Bijapur highway, Killing 19 people. Both
accidents, which occurred within a period of two weeks on separate routes, have
resulted in 33 deaths, the Court noted. The apex court directed NHAI to submit its
reports on the condition of roads on highways causing tragic accidents. (ANI) 12
DISQUALIFY: The Supreme Court will on November 17 hear a petition seeking
contempt proceedings against Telangana Speaker for allegedly not complying with
its direction to decide disqualification pleas against 10 BRS MLAs who defected to
the ruling Congress.
