The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall with
thunderstorms at isolated places over Kerala, Mahe, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and
Karaikal today. According to IMD, cold wave conditions are likely to prevail at
isolated places over East Rajasthan and West Madhya Pradesh till 10th of this
month. The weather agency has said that night temperatures are likely to be
below normal by two to five degree celsius over Northwest and adjoining central

parts of the country during next six to seven days.

Meanwhile, the air quality in the Delhi-NCR region continues to be in the very
poor category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average Air
Quality Index (AQI) of the region was recorded at 350 as of 1 PM today. An Air
Quality Index between 0 and 50 is considered good, 51 and 100 satisfactory, 101
and 200 moderate, 201 and 300 poor, and 301 and 400 very poor. An AQI

between 401 and 450 is considered severe.

ASSAM-SITHARAMAN

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman today laid the foundation stone for
Assam's first university focussed on technical and vocational education and
training at Bholaguri in Biswanath district. The 'Swahid Kanaklata Barua State
University' will offer courses in various technology domains, including artificial
intelligence and machine learning, cybersecurity, blockchain, drone and navigation
technology, quantum computing, brain computer interface, internet of things, and
smart cities and smart environments. The university will come up in a total area of
241 acres, with a built-up area of 7 lakh square feet.

It will feature academic blocks for 2,000 students, hostels for 1,620 students,
residential quarters, guest house and a student facility centre. The University
named after Kanaklata Barua, a 17 year old freedom fighter, was shot dead during
the Quit India Movement of 1942 while leading a procession bearing the National
Flag at Gohpur. Assam Chief Minister Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma was
also present on the ocassion.

PM - LEGAL AID

Prime Minister Narendra Modi inaugurated the National Conference on
Strengthening Legal Aid Delivery Mechanisms at the Supreme Court of India in
New Delhi this evening. The Prime Minister also launched the Community
Mediation Training Module prepared by the National Legal Services Authority
(NALSA). Addressing the gathering on the occasion the Prime Minister said, social
justice can be ensured only when justice reached everyone irrespective of their
social or financial background. He also stressed on making the legal documents
available in local language.Mr Modi said, in the last few years, government has
taken several steps to enhance the ease of Justice. He said that promoting legal
awareness is a key priority for the government.

Law and Justice Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal said that the National Legal
Services Authority, NALSA has played an important role in providing legal
assistance and services to citizens in need. He underscored that the initiatives like



Tele-Law and Legal Services are being implemented in the country to ensure
access to justice for the last person in line. Mr Meghwal said, under the Tele-Law,
which was launched in 2017, more than one crore beneficiaries across the country
have received pre-litigation advice. He added that the budget allocation for legal
aid activities under NALSA has also been significantly increased from 68 crore
rupees in 2015-16 to 400 crore rupees in the current financial year.
