MORN.DELHI BLAST- RAIDS

The security agencies have recovered significant quantities of
explosives in the raids conducted at multiple locations in Delhi-NCR and



Pulwama. Sources said that during the raids carried out on 9th and 10th of
this month in Haryana’s Faridabad, agencies were caught almost three
thousand Kilograms of explosives, along with detonators, timers and other
bomb making material and confiscated. Sources also said that it is believed
to have led the suspect to act in the Delhi bomb incident under mounting
pressure. It added that the explosion was caused by panic and desperation
due to raids carried out by the security agencies to nab the accused. It said
that the bomb was premature and not fully developed, thus limiting the
impact. Sources further added that the explosion did not create a crater,
and no shrapnel or projectiles were found. It added that a major attack has
been averted, credited to pan-India alertness and coordinated crackdown
on suspect modules.

MORN. SHAH MEETING-CAR INCIDENT

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said that everyone involved in
Delhi blast incident will face the full wrath of investigating agencies. He
chaired the high-level security review meetings with senior officials in New
Delhi yesterday to assess the situation following the car blast near the Red
Fort in the national capital Monday. He instructed the officials to hunt down
each and every culprit behind Delhi blast incident. The first meeting was
attended by the Union Home Secretary, Director of the Intelligence Bureau,
Delhi Police Commissioner, and Director General of the National
Investigation Agency. The Director General of Police of Jammu and
Kashmir joined the meeting virtually. The second meeting was attended by
Union Home Secretary, Director of the Intelligence Bureau, Director
General of the National Investigation Agency, Director General of the
National Security Guards (NSG), Director Forensic Science Services, Chief
Director of Forensic Science Laboratory, Delhi and other senior officials.

Meanwhile, the Home Ministry has handed over probe into the
incident to National Investigation Agency.

Security has been tightened in all sensitive areas in the city.
Authorities are maintaining heightened vigil as investigations continue to
determine the cause and circumstances of the blast and to ensure public
safety and restore normalcy. Delhi Police has registered a case under
various Sections of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act (UAPA),
Explosives Act, and Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita.



Delhi Metro Rail Corporation has infromed that Lal Qila Metro Station
will remain closed due to security reasons. It said that all other stations are
functional as normal. The Red Fort will also remain shut for visitors till
tomorrow.

MORN. BIHAR - ASSEMBLY ELECTION (WITH V/C)

Polling in Bihar Assembly elections has concluded with a historic
highest ever voter turnout of 66.91 per cent. The polling was held in two
phases on 6th November and 11th November for all 243 Assembly
constituencies.

Talking to reporters in New Delhi, Chief Election Commissioner
Gyanesh Kumar said that the voters of Bihar have created a history in
independent India. He said, in all the elections took place since 1951,
highest voting percentage was recorded in 2025 which is approximately
66.9 per cent.

The two-phase Assembly elections witnessed an
unprecedented level of participation from voters across urban and
rural areas, marking a new milestone in Bihar’s electoral history.
The first phase registered over 65 per cent polling while the

second phase recorded around 69 per cent voting. Bihar also
recorded highest ever female voter turnout in its history. The
turnout of male voters was 62.8 per cent and the female voters
was 71.6 per cent. No major incident of violence or booth
capturing was reported during both the phases, and polling




remained completely peaceful. For the first time, 16 delegates
from six countries namely, South Africa, Indonesia, Thailand,
Philippines, Belgium and Colombia witnessed the poll proceedings
as part of the International Election Visitors’ Programme this
vear. The Counting of votes for all 243 assembly constituencies

will take place on 14th November during which the electoral fate
of over two thousand 600 candidates will be known. With

MORN. PUBLIC BROADCASTING DAY (WITH V/C)

Today is Public Service Broadcasting Day. This day is observed on the
12th of November every year to mark the historic address of Father of the
nation and freedom Fighter Mahatma Gandhi through the radio. Our
correspondent has more on this:

A red letter day in the History of Broadcasting, father of the
nation Mahatma Gandhi paid his first and only visit to the
Broadcasting House in New Delhi on this day in 1947. Mr Gandhi
addressed the grief-stricken Indians staying in Kurukshetra, and
displaced from Pakistan, through a special broadcast on the
country's festival Deepawali. Freedom fighter Rajkumari Amrit
Kaur also accompanied him during the visit. At first, Mr Gandhi
was hesitant to speak on the radio, as he had earlier addressed
the medium only once during the Round Table Conference.
However, on the advice of Ghanshyam Das Birla, he later agreed
to deliver the address. The studio in Broadcasting House was
arranged in the style of his daily prayer meetings.

On the next day, Hindustan Times featured a headline,
Mahatma Gandhi described Radio as an example of miraculous
power. Subsequently, Mr Gandhi's daily prayer meetings in Birla
House began to be recorded, and these recordings are preserved
till this day in the Prasar Bharati Archives.

In the year 2000, then Union Minister for Information and

Broadcasting, Sushma Swaraj announced that every 12th of




November would henceforth be observed as Public Service

Broadcasting Day. Since then, Akashvani has been celebrating the
occasion every year with special programmes and events.

Akashvani music artists render bhajans dear to Mahatma Gandhi
to mark these celebrations.

On the occasion of the 100th episode of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's monthly address '‘Mann Ki Baat’in March of
2023, Akashvani dedicated the very studio from where Bapu had
delivered his historic message as the '‘Bapu Studio’.
