FUR REVISED: PM ADDRESS -G20

Prime Minister Narendra Modi called for a profound rethinking of global
development parameters. Addressing the first session of the G20 Leaders’
Summit in Johannesburg, South Africa today, Mr. Modi noted that while the
G20 has long shaped global finance and growth, prevailing models have
deprived large populations of resources and driven the over-exploitation of
nature, challenges felt acutely in Africa. He also noted that some historic
decisions from the New Delhi Summit have been carried forward. He
appreciated the South African presidency’s work in skilled migration,
tourism, food security, Al, digital economy, innovation and women'’s
empowerment, and called for greater representation of the Global South in
global governance structures. He highlighted the concept of Integral
Humanism, rooted in India’s civilisational wisdom, as a guiding principle to
harmonise progress with the planet. Giving shape to the vision of ‘One
Earth, One Family, One Future’, he also presented four key proposals
during his remarks. Mr. Modi proposed for establishing a Global Traditional
Knowledge Repository under the G20. Built on the Indian Knowledge
Systems, this initiative would served a global platform for traditional
knowledge and help preserve humanity collective wisdom for future
generations. The Prime Minister proposed a G20 Africa-Skills Multiplier
Initiative, aimed at preparing one million certified trainers in Africa over the
next decade and enable large scale skill development through a train-the-
trainers model across multiple sectors-boosting local capacity and long-
term development. He also proposed the creation of a G20 Global
Healthcare Response Team, emphasising the need for trained medical



experts from G20 countries who can be rapidly deployed during health
emergencies and natural disasters. This, he said, would strengthen global
health security and emergency response capacities. In order to address the
growing threat of drug trafficking, including dangerous substances such as
fentanyl, he suggested launching a G20 Initiative on Countering the Drug-
Terror Nexus. This highlights in addressing drug trafficking as a threat to
public health, stability and security, while also bringing together financial
governance and security tools for effective actions and target a major
source of Terror financing. The Prime Minster further urged for member
nations to work together to dismantle this destructive economy. This is the
first time that G20 Summit is being held in Africa.

PM- MEET

On the sidelines of the ongoing G20 Summit in Johannesburg, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi today met with UK Prime Minister Keir Starmer.

In a post on social media platform X, Mr. Modi said it was wonderful
to meet Prime Minister Keir Starmer in Johannesburg. He noted that this
year has infused new energy into the India-UK partnership, and both sides
will continue to drive it forward across multiple domains. The Prime
Minister also had a very productive conversation with the Secretary-
General of the United Nations, Mr. Anténio Guterres, on the sidelines of the
Summit.

EVE MEN'S CRICKET STUMPS

In Men's Cricket, South Africa were 247 for the loss of six wickets in their
first innings against India on day One in the second and final Test at the
Barsapara Cricket Stadium in Guwahati, when stumps were drawn this
evening. Earlier, South Africa won the toss and opted to bat first. For the
hosts, Kuldeep Yadav has bagged three wickets while Jasprit Bumrah,
Mohammed Siraj and Ravindra Jadeja took one wicket each. Wicketkeeper-
batter Rishabh Pant is leading Team India in this match as regular skipper
Shubman Gill was ruled out of the 2nd Test due to a neck injury. South



Africa had defeated India by 30 runs in the first Test of the two match
series at Eden Gardens in Kolkata.

PAKISTAN-HUMAN RIGHTS VIOLATION

The Human Rights Council (HRC) of Pakistan strongly condemned the
illegal arrest and detention of its member Farwa Askar and Pakistani
journalist Alifia Sohail. According to the rights body, the arrest took place
yesterday outside the Karachi Press Club during a peaceful protest against
the country's 27th Constitutional Amendment. It termed the incident a
grave violation of freedom of expression and human rights. These protests
came after Pakistani President Asif Ali Zardari signed the 27th
Constitutional Amendment Bill on November 13, following its approval by
both houses of Parliament. With his assent, the bill has how become part
of Pakistan's Constitution. The Amendment aims to centralise military
authority, elevate the role and immunity of five-star officers including Field
Marshal, and create a new Federal Constitutional Court above the existing
Supreme Court for constitutional matters. Earlier this week, the joint
opposition alliance of Tehreek Tahaffuz-e-Ayeen-Pakistan carried out a
protest rally from Parliament House to the Supreme Court in Islamabad
against the amendment.

REV. DELHI POLICE ISI

Delhi Police has busted a racket of international arms traffickers linked to
Pakistan’s intelligence agency ISI and arrested four suspects. In a
coordinated operation, the Crime Branch recovered 10 sophisticated
pistols, including five manufactured in Turkey and three made in China.
Briefing media in New Delhi today, Joint Commissioner of Police (Crime)
Surender Kumar said, the racket had been supplying arms to notorious
gangsters. He said that the network used drones from Pakistan to smuggle
high-end foreign pistols. According to officials, the Crime Branch team led
by DCP Sanjeev Yadav apprehended Mandeep, a resident of Phillaur, and
Dalwinder from Jalandhar, when they were on their way to deliver the
weapons to someone in Rohini. The third accused has been identified as



Rohan Tomar of Baghpat in Uttar Pradesh, while the fourth arrested
individual is Ajay, alias Monu. Mr Kumar said the further investigation is on
in this case

PIB FACT CHECK- TEJAS

The government has debunked a digitally altered video of Lt. Gen
(Retd) K3JS Dhillon being circulated on social media platforms by Pakistani
propaganda accounts. In the video, Lt Gen Dhillon is seen claiming that Lt
Gen VK Singh criticised Prime Minister Narendra Modi following the Tejas
crash at the Dubai Air Show. The Fact Check Unit of Press Information
Bureau informed that Lt Gen (Retd) KJS Dhillon has not made any such
statement and the circulated video created is Al-generated to spread
misinformation and undermine trust in the Indian Armed Forces. The unit
also provided a link of original video for verification. It urged people not to
fall prey to Al-generated lies designed to sow distrust and division. The
unit urged citizens not to forward such fake content and to always rely on
official sources.

Zelensky-PEACE PLAN

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky has said that his country is facing
one of the most difficult moments in its history as it considers the US-
proposed 28-point peace plan. In an address to the nation Mr. Zelensky
has said the pressure on Ukraine is at its heaviest and the country could
now face a very difficult choice, either the loss of dignity, or the risk of
losing a key partner. He said that the next week will be very challenging
and full of events, as he plans to propose alternatives to amend the US
plan and that Ukraine's interests must be taken into account in the
document. Mr. Zelensky stressed that he will present arguments, persuade,
and offer alternatives but will not give the enemy any reason to claim that
Ukraine does not want peace. Recently, Mr. Zelensky announced that the
US side presented him with a 28 point plan aimed at ending the conflict
between Ukraine and Russia. Meanwhile,White House Press Secretary
Karoline Leavitt rejected suggestions that the proposals would constitute



major concessions from Ukraine - and that Ukraine had been frozen out,
saying the US had engaged equally with both sides.

REV. PREZ ANDHRA PRADESH

President Droupadi Murmu has said that the government is taking several
steps to improve the lives of citizens. She stressed that skills and strengths
of people must be harnessed for the nation's development. The President
today addressed a special session at Prasanthi Nilayam, Puttaparthi,
commemorating the centenary of Bhagwan Sri Sathya Sai Baba.

REV. TELANGANA-37 MAOISTS SURRENDER

Thirty-seven underground members of the banned CPI (Maoist),
including three senior State Committee Members, returned to the
mainstream in Hyderabad, Telangana. They include 25 women who
surrendered before Telangana Director General of Police B Shivadhar
Reddy. They also surrender 8 firearms including one AK-47 and some live
ammunition. Addressing the media, Mr Reddy said, it is one of the most
substantial setbacks to the banned party in recent years. All of them have
been present at the media briefing. The three senior leaders who
surrendered include Koyyada Sambaiah known as Azad, a native of Mulugu
district who had spent 31 years underground. Appasi Narayana known as
Ramesh, from Peddapalli district spent 32 years underground and Muchaki
Somada known as Erra, a native of Sukma district, served as State
Committee Member of the Dandakaranya Special Zonal Committee.

The DGP further said the collective decision of the 37 cadres was
influenced by the recent appeal by the State government to renounce
violence and return to civilian life. He said the sustained operations,
ideological disagreements, internal rifts and constant mobility restrictions
had contributed to the weakening of the CPI (Maoist) across the region.
The Stats Committee members have been given 20 lakh rupees while the
total reward amount is 1 crore 41 lakh 5 thousand rupees, handed over
through cheques and demand drafts, with further support to follow.
