Africa to attend G20 summit in Johannesburg. This will be Mr Modi's fourth
official visit to South Africa, following his bilateral visit in 2016 and later for
the two BRICS summits in 2018 and 2023. On the sidelines of G20 summit,
the Prime Minister will also attend India-Brazil-South Africa (IBSA) leaders
meeting. Mr Modi will also hold bilateral meetings with world leaders on the
sidelines of the G20 Summit.
