In the Assembly by-poll held in eight constituencies spread over 7
States, Congress has won two seats, while BJP has won one seat and is
leading in another. Aam Aadmi Party, PDP and Mizo National Front have
won one seat each while JMM is leading in one seat.

In Telangana, Congress candidate Naveen Yadav V has won
Jubilee Hills assembly seat in Hyderabad. He defeated his nearest
rival M. Sunitha Gopinath of BRS by a margin 24 thousand 729
votes

In Rajasthan, Congress candidate Pramod Jain Bhaya has won Anta
assembly seat. He defeated BIP cadidate Morpal Suman by a margin 15
thousand 612 votes.

In Punjab, Aam Aadmi Party candidate Harmeet Singh Sandhu has
won Tarn Taran assembly seat. He defeated Shiromani Akali Dal candidate
Sukhwinder Kaur by a margin of 12 thousand 91 votes.

In Jammu & Kashmir, BJP candidate Devyani Rana has won Nagrota
assembly seat. She defeated J&K National Panthers Party (India) candidate
Harsh Dev Singh by a margin of 24 thousand 647 votes. PDP candidate
Aga Syed Muntazir Mehdi has been declared elected from Budgam seat. He
defeated his nearest National Conference rival Aga Sayed Mahmood Al-
Mosavi by a margin of 4 thousand 478 votes.

Counting is completed for all 29 rounds but the result is
officially awaited.In Jharkhand, JMM candidate Somesh Chandra Soren is
leading in Ghatsila by over 38 thousand 524 votes over his nearest BIP
rival Babu Ram Soren. All 20 rounds of counting is over but the result has
not been declared yet.

PM-KISAN - SCHEME

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will release the 21st installment of the
PM-KISAN scheme on 19" of this month. With this installment, direct
transfers under the scheme have crossed 3 lakh 70 thousand crore rupees,
benefitting over 11 crore farmer families across the country.

The PM-KISAN scheme provides 6 thousand rupees a year to eligible
farmer families, becoming one of the world’s largest Direct Benefit Transfer
programmes. The scheme now dedicates over 25 percent of its benefits to
women farmers. The Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare
highlighted that the Digital reforms have significantly strengthened the
scheme. It added that Aadhaar-based e-KYC through OTP, biometric or
face authentication has expanded secure access. While the PM-KISAN
Mobile App, updated portal features like Know Your Status, and doorstep
Aadhaar-linked banking through IPPB have made services more farmer-
friendly.

The Ministry mentioned that to further support farmers, a multilingual
Al-powered Kisan-eMitra chatbot offers 24/7 assistance in 11 regional
languages, helping users check application status, payment details, and
resolve queries. The government has also launched a Farmer Registry to
streamline the delivery of all social welfare benefits, eliminating repeated
paperwork and ensuring last-mile coverage.

INDIA CENTRAL ASIAN COUNTRIES-EXERCISE

India and Central Asian Countries concluded the Strategic Cyber
Exercise on Cyber Threat Hunting and Incident Response Management in
New Delhi today. The conference was organized by the National Security
Council Secretariat, in partnership with the Ministry of External Affairs and
National Critical Information Infrastructure Protection Centre for Central
Asian countries including Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan. The Exercise focused on equipping technical



teams with advanced skills to combat increasingly sophisticated
transnational cyber threats targeting the region’s critical infrastructure. The
three-day exercise which began on Wednesday, also successfully
integrated intensive technical capacity building with skills for high-level
strategic policy decision making and deliberations on future areas of
collaboration.

The Heads of Cyber Security agencies from the region also engaged
in discussions to explore mechanisms for enduring strategic cyber
cooperation. The National Security Council Secretariat said that the
exercise marked the successful completion of one of the commitments
made by India under the framework of the India-Central Asian Meeting of
Secretaries of Security Councils.

IND VS SA TEST CRICKET- STUMPS

In Men's Cricket, India ended day one of the first Test match against
South Africa at 37 for 1 in their first innings at Eden Gardens, Kolkata. KL
Rahul on 13 and Washington Sundar on Six were at the crease when
stumps were drawn this evening. Earlier, South Africa were all out for 159
runs in their first innings. Indian bowlers dominated the innings with Jasprit
Bumrah taking five wicket, while Mohammad Siraj and Kuldeep Yadav
picked up two wickets each. South Africa won the toss and opted to bat
first. With crucial World Test Championship (WTC) 2025-27 points on the
line, Indian team aims to strengthen its push for a top-two finish and a
spot in the 2027 WTC final at Lord’s. India sit third in the WTC standings
after a 2-2 draw in England and a 2-0 sweep of West Indies. The second
Test will be played in Guwahati from November 22. India hold a strong
home record against South Africa, winning 11 of 19 Tests.
