He highlighted that the world today views the 
Indian Growth Model as a Model of Hope. Mr Modi said,  in the year 2022, 
the European crisis affected global supply chains and energy markets, 
impacting the entire world and despite this, India’s economic growth 



continued strongly through 2022-23. He said, in 2023, even as conditions 
deteriorated in West Asia, India’s growth rate remained robust and even 
this year, in the face of global instability, India’s growth rate is hovering 
around 7 percent.

The BJP bagged 89 seats in the recent Bihar Assembly 
elections. Bihar BJP President Dilip Jaiswal said, the party observers will 
also attend the meeting. 



 Janata Dal (United) legislature party is likely to meet in Patna 
tomorrow to elect its leader. Newly elected JDU MLAs were supposed to 
meet yesterday but it was postponed without citing any reason. After the 
rescheduling of JDU Legislature Party meeting, there is now a possibility 
that the NDA legislative party meeting scheduled for today may also be 
postponed.  
 Each constituent party of the NDA will hold its legislature party 
meeting to elect its leader after which a joint meeting of NDA Legislature 
Party will take place. 
 The swearing-in ceremony of the new cabinet will be held on 
Thursday at Gandhi Maidan in Patna. Prime Minister Narendra Modi, along 
with several senior NDA leaders and ministers, is expected to attend the 
oath ceremony.

NIA-DELHI BLAST 
 The National Investigation Agency (NIA) has arrested another key 
associate of the terrorist involved in the Red Fort area car blast case. Jasir 
Bilal Wani, a Kashmiri resident was arrested from Srinagar. According to 
the agency, Wani allegedly provided technical support for carrying out the 
terror attack, which claimed 10 innocent lives and left around 25 injured. 
NIA revealed that Wani modified drones and attempted to make rockets 
ahead of the blast. It added that Wani is an active co-conspirator of the 
attack and worked closely with terrorist Umar Nabi to plan the terror 
carnage. The investigating agency said that it is exploring various angles to 
unravel the conspiracy behind the bombing. Several teams of the anti-
terror agency are pursuing multiple leads, and are conducting searches 
across various states to identify every person involved in the terror attack.

EC - ASSAM ELECTORAL ROLLS 
 Election Commission has ordered a special revision of electoral rolls 
in Assam with 1st January 2026 as the qualifying date. In a letter to the 
Chief Electoral Officer of Assam, the Commission said, the date of 
publication of integrated draft electoral roll will be 27th of next month. 
While the period for filing claims and objections will be between 27th 
December to 22nd January, 2026. The date of final publication of the 
electoral roll will be 10th February, 2026. The Commission said, the 
Electoral Registration Officer of each Assembly Constituency will be 
responsible for ensuring that no eligible citizen is left out while at the same 
time no ineligible person is included in the Electoral Roll. During the special 
revision, Chief Electoral Officer and District Election officer will ensure that 
every eligible person is enrolled as Elector.

EXPORT- IMPORT GROWTH 
 
 India’s total exports, combining merchandise and services, rose over 
4.8 per cent to 491.8 billion US dollars during April to October period of 
current fiscal as compared to same period in last fiscal. According to 
provisional data released by the Commerce Ministry, merchandise exports 
grew 0.62 per cent while imports rose 6.37 per cent. A key contributor to 
this overall momentum has been the consistent rise in non-petroleum 
exports. During the first seven months of 2025, non-petroleum exports 
were valued at 219.9 billion US dollars, registering a 3.92 per cent 
increase. Total imports are estimated at 569.95 billion US dollars, during 
the same period.  
 However, country’s merchandise trade deficit widened by 41.68 
billion US dollars in October, up from 32.15 billion US dollars in September, 
driven largely by an increase in gold and silver imports. In October, gold 
imports registered a growth of 199.2 percent. 
 Meanwhile, Merchandise exports last month declined by 11.8 per 
cent to 34.38 billion US dollars on an annual basis. Meanwhile, 
merchandise imports rose 16.63 per cent to 76.06 billion US dollars during 



the same period.

NMCG-COMMITTEE MEET 
 
 The 67th Executive Committee meeting of the National Mission for 
Clean Ganga (NMCG) has approved key research projects to strengthen 
scientific river management and pollution abatement in the Ganga Basin. 
Director General Rajiv Kumar Mittal chaired the meeting in New Delhi 
yesterday, to mark advancement in NMCG's strategy to integrate science, 
AI tools, and real-time hydrological modeling into long-term river basin 
management. The committee reviewed key initiatives, including glacier 
monitoring in the Himalayan Ganga headstreams, Digital Twin development 
for the Ganga, high-resolution SONAR riverbed surveys to manage aquifer 
recharge through paleochannels, and the creation of a historic geospatial 
river database. The meeting also emphasized Yamuna rejuvenation in Delhi 
through safe transportation of treated sewage and outreach initiatives for 
schoolchildren.

 The grief-stricken families thronged the Haj House in 
Nampally in Hyderabad to know more details about their dear 
ones. They are shattered and trying to join the pieces of 



information from the Government authorities about the road 
accident in which at least 42 Umrah pilgrims died in Saudi Arabia 
and most of them hailed from Hyderabad. As many as 18 
members of the same family, including several children, who were 
on the Umrah pilgrimage were killed in the accident. Relatives 
informed that Shaik Naseeruddin and his wife, Akhter Begum, 
residents of Ramnagar in Musheerabad, had left Hyderabad along 
with their close relatives to discharge their religious duties. The 
unconsolable relatives recalled that the family had been looking 
forward to the pilgrimage for weeks and had spoken about it with 
quiet excitement. A similar tragedy occurred to another family. 
Sabiha Begum and her four other family members were also 
among the victims. Now the Telangana State Government is 
making arrangements for sending two members of each of the 
victims to Saudi Arabia for performing the last rites of the mortal 
remains of the deceased. The state Cabinet also decided to deploy 
a government team led by state Minority Welfare Minister Mohd 
Azharuddin to Saudi Arabia. One of the AIMIM MLAs and a senior 
official from the Minority Welfare Department will also be part of 
the team.

WORLD BOXING CUP FINALS 
 
 In boxing, India delivered a dominant performance at the world 
boxing cup finals in Greater Noida today, as hosts storms into the 
semifinals across all 20 event categories. In the men’s 70 kg quarterfinals, 
Hitesh Gulia stunned former world champion Sewon Okazawa of Japan to 
reach semifinals. Jadumani Singh continued the momentum, outclassing 
Kazakhstan’s Nurzat Ongarov with a clean 5-0 unanimous decision in the 
men’s 50 kg category. 
 Naveen Kumar clinched another unanimous decision victory, 
defeating Kazakhstan’s Bekzat Tangatar to advance from the men’s 90 kg 
quarterfinals. In the men’s 55 kg category, Pawan Bartwal reached the 



semifinals after taking down second seed Altynbek Nursultan of 
Kazakhstan. Sumit Kundu overpowered Korea’s Kim Hyeon-tae with a 
commanding 5-0 unanimous decision to advance into the men’s 75 kg 
semifinals. 
 India is now guaranteed medals in across all 20 weight categories at 
the world boxing cup finals. <><>

MYANMAR HRW 
 
 Human Rights Watch (HRW), a US-based advocacy group, has urged 
the foreign governments to reject Myanmar junta’s plans to hold elections 
from late December 2025 through January 2026, arguing that polls will not 
be free, fair, or inclusive. The rights body alleged that since the February 
2021 military coup, the junta has systematically dismantled the rule of law 
and the country’s nascent democratic systems, while intensifying 
repression and violence ahead of the polls. Asia Director at HRW, Elaine 
Pearson said, the Myanmar junta’s sham elections are a desperate bid for 
international legitimacy after nearly five years of brutal military repression. 
Governments lending any credibility to these polls would signal a complete 
lack of support for rights-respecting civilian democratic rule in Myanmar, 
she said. The military junta announced that the first two phases of the 
multistage elections will take place on December 28 and January 11 in 
Myanmar. 
 According to the HRW, since the coup, the junta has banned dozens 
of political parties and jailed an estimated 30,000 political prisoners, 
including nearly 100 people detained under a draconian election law 
passed in July. The rights body stated that the military lacks sufficient 
territorial control to hold credible elections, with much of the country 
contested or held by the opposition.
