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IMD- WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red colour
warning predicting dense to very dense fog over Bihar, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, and Punjab for the next three days.
The MeT department said that dense fog conditions are expected over
parts of North East India, Odisha, Sub Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim and
Uttarakhand till 1st of next month. The weather agency also predicted cold
to severe cold day conditions over Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and
Uttarakhand tomorrow. Thunderstorms and lightning with gusty winds are
also expected to prevail over Andaman and Nicobar Islands till 30th of this
month.

Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR has been registered in the
very poor category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the
average Air Quality Index (AQI) of the National Capital was recorded at
371 as of 1 PM today.

NATIONAL CONSUMER HELPLINE

The National Consumer Helpline, the flagship initiative of the
Department of Consumer Affairs has facilitated refunds amounting to 45
crore rupees across 31 sectors. The Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and
Public Distribution informed that the initiative has addressed over 67
thousand consumer grievances in the last eight month. It added that with
over 39 thousand grievances the e-commerce sector recorded the highest
number of grievances and refunds, resulting in refunds of 32 crore rupees.
Furthermore, the Ministry also highlighted that the helpline has emerged as



a single point of access for consumers across the country to seek grievance
redressal at the pre-litigation stage. Consumers can register their
grievances in 17 languages through a toll-free humber 1915.

President Droupadi Murmu is visiting INS Kadamba Naval base in
Karwar in North Karnataka tomorrow. She will be flying into Karwar Naval
base from Goa where Karnataka Governor Thaawarchand Gehlot and State
Ministers will welcome her. After visiting the base, the President will take a
sortie aboard a submarine from the Karwar Harbour. She will be the
second President to undertake a submarine voyage following former
President A P J Abdul Kalam who was aboard a naval submarine in 2006 at
Visakhapatnam. In view of the President’s visit and the submarine sortie,
the local authorities have implemented security measures. They have
imposed a prohibition of fishing activities along an 18 kms stretch of the
coastline from Karwar to Majali. President Murmu is the first President of
India to have taken sortie in two fighter aircraft of the Indian Air Force.
She flew in Rafale on October 29 this year and took a sortie in Sukhoi 30
MKI in 2023.

BANGLADESH-BLAST

In Bangladesh, a blast at a madrasa in Keraniganj today left four
people injured, including a woman and two children, prompting a major
police operation that led to the seizure of around 250 kilograms of bomb-
making materials.

The explosion occurred around noon at the Ummal Qura
International Madrasa in the Hasnabad area.

Keraniganj Police Station officer-in-charge Saiful Alam said, crude
bombs, chemicals and bomb-making materials were recovered during the
raid, which is still ongoing. The Crime Scene Unit and Bomb Disposal Unit
safely neutralised the materials. Two women have been detained for
questioning and a case will be filed.

The blast caused cracks in the building’s roof and beams, damaged



nearby rooms and partially affected an adjacent building. Police said, the
madrasa was closed at the time due to the weekly holiday, preventing
further casualties.

EVE. RUSSIA UKRAINE ATTACK

The Ukrainian capital Kyiv came under a massive Russian
attack today, killing one person and injuring 27 others. The attack came as
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy prepares to meet US President
Donald Trump in Florida tomorrow for further talks aimed at ending the
nearly four year old war with Russia.

Russia’s defence ministry today said that it carried out a massive
overnight strike using long-range precision weapons, including Kinzhal
hypersonic missiles and drones, targeting Ukraine’s energy infrastructure
and military-industrial facilities. The ministry added, the strike came in
response to Ukraine's attacks on civilian objects in Russia.

Ukrainian President Zelenskyy said, the overnight attack knocked out
power and heating in parts of the Kyiv and described it as Russia’s
response to U.S.-brokered peace efforts.<><>
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
