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INDIA - NEW ZEALAND 
 India and New Zealand have successfully concluded the historic, 
ambitious and mutually beneficial Free Trade Agreement (FTA). Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi and his New Zealand counterpart Christopher 
Luxon announced this today. Mr Modi today held a telephonic conversation 
with Mr Luxon. 
 The negotiations were initiated during Mr Luxon’s visit to India in 
March this year. The two leaders agreed that the conclusion of the FTA in a 
record time of nine months reflects the shared ambition and political will to 
further deepen ties. The FTA will significantly deepen bilateral economic 
engagement, enhance market access, promote investment flows, 
strengthen strategic cooperation between the two countries. It will also 
open up new opportunities for innovators, entrepreneurs, farmers, MSMEs, 
students and youth of both countries across various sectors. With the 
strong and credible foundation provided by the FTA, both the Prime 
Ministers expressed confidence in doubling bilateral trade over the next five 
years as well as an investment of 20 billion dollars in India from New 



Zealand over the next 15 years. The leaders also welcomed the progress 
achieved in other areas of bilateral cooperation such as sports, education, 
and people-to-people ties, and reaffirmed their commitment towards 
further strengthening of the India-New Zealand partnership.

President Droupadi Murmu has granted assent to the Sustainable 
Harnessing and Advancement of Nuclear Energy for Transforming India 
(SHANTI) Bill, passed by Parliament during the Winter Session. The Bill 
subsumes all laws dealing with the civil nuclear sector and also opens it up 
for participation by private players. The SHANTI Bill repealed the Atomic 
Energy Act of 1962 and the Civil Liability for Nuclear Damage Act, 2010, 
which had proved to be an impediment in the growth of the civil nuclear 
sector in India. The law enables private companies and joint ventures to 
build, own, operate and decommission nuclear power plants under a 
license from the government.

President Droupadi Murmu has given assent to the Viksit Bharat-Guarantee 
for Rozgar and Ajeevika Mission (Gramin) (Viksit Bharat-G RAM G) Bill, 
2025. The Parliament had passed the legislation during the recently 
concluded winter session. The Act seeks to establish a rural development 
framework aligned with the national vision of Viksit Bharat @ 2047. A 
statutory guarantee of 125 days of wage employment will be provided in 
every financial year to every rural household whose adult members 
volunteer to undertake unskilled manual work.

The Mahayuti alliance of BJP, Shiv Sena, and NCP has swept the elections 
to 288 municipal councils and nagar panchayats by winning 207 posts of 
presidents of local bodies. The BJP, Shiv Sena, and NCP combine restricted 
the Opposition Maha Vikas Aghadi to a collective tally of 44. According to 
State Election Commission, BJP won 117 posts of municipal presidents, 
Shiv Sena won 53, and the NCP won 37 posts. The Congress bagged 28, 
the NCP (SP) seven, and Shiv Sena (UBT) nine.  
Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Union Home Minister Amit Shah, BJP 
President J P Nadda and BJP National Working President Nitin Nabin have 
expressed gratitude to the people of Maharashtra for the victory of BJP and 
Mahayuti in Municipal Council and Nagar Panchayat elections. In a social 



media post, Mr Modi said that this win reflects trust in the vision of people-
centric development.

The ruling BJP has registered a landslide victory in the local body elections 
in Arunachal Pradesh, securing a majority of seats in the Zilla Parishads 
and Gram Panchayats, polls for which were held on December 15. The BJP 
also scored a decisive win in the Itanagar Municipal Corporation (IMC) 
elections by winning 14 of the 20 wards. However, the regional People’s 
Party of Arunachal (PPA) emerged victorious in the Pasighat Municipal 
Council (PMC), bagging five of the eight wards, while the BJP won two and 
an Independent secured one seat. The opposition Congress failed to win a 
single seat in both the IMC and PMC elections.

REV. ARAVALLI PROTECTION CLARIFICATION 
 Government has said that there is no imminent threat to the 
Aravallis’ ecology. Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change said 
that ongoing afforestation, eco-sensitive zone notifications, and strict 
monitoring of mining and urban activities ensure that the Aravallis continue 
to serve as a natural heritage and ecological shield for the nation.  
 Union Environment Minister Bhupendra Yadav has said that the 
Supreme Court's 100-metre ruling is being misinterpreted. Addressing a 
press conference, he urged citizens to stop spreading misinformation 
regarding Aravalli. The Minister said that the total area of Aravallis is 1 lakh 
47 thousand square kilometres and mining is allowed only in 0.19 percent 
of the range. Mr Yadav said, as per the apex court ruling, 90 percent of the 
Aravalli area comes under the protected zone and there are no relaxations 
in this regard. Aravalli range spreads across four states of the country, 
including Delhi, Haryana, Rajasthan, and Gujarat.  
Mr Yadav also stressed that no mining is allowed in Delhi's Aravalli Hills. 
Supreme Court recently accepted the recommendations by a committee of 
Ministry of Environment on the definition of the Aravalli Hill Ranges, which 
mentioned that hills lower than 100 metres will no longer be recognised as 
part of the ancient hills.
