CRICKET - IND VS SA ODI

In Men's Cricket, India will face South Africa in the second match of the
three-match ODI series, at the Shaheed Veer Narayan Singh International
Stadium in Raipur today. The match will begin at 1:30 PM. India currently
lead the series by 1-nil after defeating the Proteas by 17 runs in the first
ODI. Led by Virat Kohli’'s masterful century, his 52nd ODI ton, India posted
349 for eight after being invited to bat first. Kuldeep Yadav picked up four
wicket haul. The first ODI in Ranchi showcased several major milestones.



Rohit Sharma overtook Shahid Afridi’s record of 351 sixes to become the
leading six-hitter in ODI cricket. The match also set a new landmark for the
‘Ro-Ko’ partnership. Rohit Sharma and Virat Kohli have now played 392
international matches together, surpassing the tally of Sachin Tendulkar
and Rahul Dravid (391)

DRDO- ROCKET TEST

Defence Research and Development Organisation (DRDO) conducted a
successful high-speed rocket-sled test of a fighter aircraft escape system at
controlled velocity in Chandigarh today. The Ministry of Defence said that
the test validated canopy severance, ejection sequencing and complete
aircrew-recovery. It highlighted that the complex dynamic test placed India
in an elite club of nations with advanced in-house escape system testing
capability. On the occasion, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh complimented
Indian Air Force (IAF), DRDO and industry on the successful test. He
described it as a significant milestone for India’s indigenous defence
capability towards self-reliance. The Ministry further added that the entire
sequence was captured through onboard and ground-based imaging
systems.

IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast cold wave conditions
over Punjab and Madhya Maharashtra for the next two to three days.
According to IMD, dense fog conditions are likely to prevail during early
morning hours in isolated pockets of Himachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya,
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura and Odisha for two days. The
weather agency has informed that Kerala, Mahe, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry
and Karaikal are expected to receive heavy rainfall tomorrow. The Met
Department has predicted thunderstorms accompanied with lightning over
Andhra Pradesh, Coastal and South Interior Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, Tamil



Nadu Puducherry and Karaikal till Thursday. IMD has directed a total
suspension of fishing operations over southwest and adjoining west central
Bay of Bengal and along and off Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, south coastal
Andhra Pradesh and north Sri Lanka coasts till tomorrow
morning.Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR is in the Very Poor
category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average Air
Quality Index of the region was recorded at 388 as of 7 PM today.

TELANGANA-LOK BHAVAN:

The official residence of the Telangana Governor will be called Lok Bhavan
now onwards instead of Raj Bhavan. An official communique announced
the change of nhame. The Governor’s press secretary has informed that the
change has come into immediate effect for all references, records, and
government purposes. According to the statement, the renaming is
intended to reflect the strength and vibrancy of India’s democratic values,
with the government noting that the shift aligns with the broader national
aspiration of progressing towards a Viksit Bharat

SCINDIA- SANCHAR SAATHI APP

Union Minister for Communications, Jyotiraditya Scindia today clarified that
the Sanchar Saathi App is completely democratic and fully voluntary. In a
social media post, Mr Scindia said that digital security of every citizen of
the country is government's topmost priority. He added that Sanchar Saathi
is both an app and a portal that enables citizens to secure themselves
through transparent, easy-to-use tools. He noted that users can activate
the app at their convenience to access its benefits and they may deactivate
or delete it from their devices at any time. The Ministry of Communications
in a statement informed that since the launch of the app over 20 crore
people have used the portal and more than 1.4 crore people have
downloaded the app. It added that with the help of this app, 26 lakh
mobile phones have been traced, of which 7 lakh 23 thousand phones have
been returned to citizens. Meanwhile, above 40 lakh fraudulent mobile
connections reported by citizens have been disconnected. The app has
blocked more than 6 lakh fraud-linked IMEIs. The Ministry also said that



Sanchar Saathi allows users to report suspected fraud directly from call
logs, enabling informed citizens to actively protect less-aware users.

RS- DOCTORS

Union Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare, Prataprao Jadhav
has said that the doctor-population ratio in the country is estimated at 1 :
811 based on availability of Allopathic and AYUSH practitioners. He said,
while the World Health Organization (WHO) recommends a doctor-to-
population ratio of 1 : 1000. In a written reply to a question in the Rajya
Sabha, the Minister said that as of now, there are over 13 lakh 86
thousand registered allopathic doctors while over 7 lakh 51 thousand
registered practitioners are in the AYUSH system of medicine. He also
informed that there has been significant increase in Medical Colleges as
well as Under Graduate and Post Graduate seats in the country. Since
2014, the number of Medical Colleges has increased from 387 to 818 while
UG seats gone up from over 51 thousand to over one lakh 28 thousand
and PG seats increased from nealry 31 thousand to 82 thousand. He also
said, according to Indian Nursing Council, there are around 43 lakh
nursing personnel are registered in the country as on March this year.

RIJIJU-BRIEFING

The Lok Sabha will hold a special discussion on 150th Anniversary of
National Song Vande Mataram on 8th of this month. The Lower House will
debate on Election Reforms on 9th December. Briefing media at the
Parliament House today, Union Minister for Parliamentary Affairs Kiren
Rijiju said, it was decided during the all party meeting Chaired by Lok
Sabha Speaker Om Birla today. He said, after both the discussions are
over, Government will propose to take up the discussion also in the Rajya
Sabha. The Minister said, Election Commission reform is a larger issue
which is conducted by the Government and discussed in the Parliament. He



said, for bigger reforms in the Election Commission and Election process,
Parliament takes up all the matters. Mr Rijiju said, SIR is an administrative
matter which was decided by the Election Commission of India. He said,
since the matter has been settled by coming into an agreement for
discussion and the time and the date have been finalised, Government is
looking forward to a very constructive and engaging discussion.
