SHAH-COUNTER TERRORISM

Home Minister Amit Shah has called for establishing a common Anti-
Terrorism Squad (ATS) structure across the country and directed state
Directors General of Police to implement it at the earliest. He said, common
ATS structure for the police across the entire country, provides an
opportunity for uniform preparation to counter terror attacks at every level.
Mr Shah was speaking yesterday after inaugurating the two-day ‘Anti-
Terrorism Conference-2025’ organized by the National Investigation
Agency (NIA) in New Delhi. He noted that the NIA has worked extensively
to develop a common ATS framework and has already
shared it with state police forces. He said, a uniform structure, will ensure
standardised preparedness and response mechanisms at every level across
the country.

The Home Minister highlighted the need for building an impenetrable
and strong ‘anti-terrorism grid’ in the country for coming generations so
that they can firmly confront the future challenges.

Mr Shah stressed that the country must stay two steps ahead as the
landscape of terrorism is changing due to the use of technology in terrorist
incidents. Mr Shah added that government is bringing an action plan to
launch a 360-degree strike on organized crime. He emphasized that all
agencies should analyze every terrorist incident that has occurred in the
country and the world to further enhance India's counter-terrorism
capabilities.

The Home Minister stressed that the Narendra Modi government is
ruthlessly curbing terror in the country. He said this annual conference has
become a platform to deal with emerging threats under Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's vision of zero-tolerance against terrorism.

Mr Shah said, the investigations into the Pahalgam and Delhi blast
cases are not ordinary policing but outstanding examples of watertight



investigation. He added that these are also a great examples of how an
alert officer can save the country from such a major crisis by remaining
vigilant at all times.

MEA-BRIEFING

India has said the unremitting hostilities against minorities in
Bangladesh is a matter of grave concern. Briefing media in New Delhi
yesterday, External Affairs Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said,
India condemns the recent gruesome kiling of a Hindu youth in
Mymensingh city of Bangladesh and the perpetrators of the crime must be
brought to justice. He added that over 2 thousand 900 incidents of violence
against minorities including cases of killings, arson, and land grabbing have
been documented by independent sources during the tenure of the interim
government in Bangladesh. He added that these incidents cannot be
brushed aside as mere media exaggeration or dismissed as political
violence.

Replying to another query on upcoming polls in Bangladesh, Mr
Jaiswal said, India supports free, fair, inclusive and participatory elections
in Bangladesh. The parliamentary elections in the neighbouring country are
scheduled to take place on 12th of February.

On H-1B visa issue, the External Affairs Ministry Spokesperson said,
India remains actively engaged with the US to address and minimise the
disruptions caused to Indian nationals holding H-1B visas. Mr Jaiswal said,
the government has received multiple representations from Indian
nationals facing delays and difficulties in scheduling or rescheduling US visa
appointments. He said India has raised these concerns with the US
authorities in New Delhi and Washington DC. He added that these delays
have caused extended hardships for affected individuals and their families,
including disruptions to education.

An inquiry committee headed by Joint Director General of Directorate
General of Civil Aviation Sanjay K Bramhane has submitted its report on
operational disruptions of Indigo flights. The committee was constituted on
5th of this month to conduct a comprehensive review and assessment of
the circumstances that led to the massive flight disruptions across the
country. The report was submitted yesterday evening by four panel
committee.

DGCA constituted a four member committee to assess Indigo's
adequacy of manpower planning, fluctuating rostering systems, and
implementation preparedness. They were also asked to identify the
underlying causes leading to widespread operational disruptions. The
aviation regulator body also instructed the committee to ascertain the
accountability and responsibility for planning failures that led to the
breakdown of operational stability.

VAISHNAW-ELECTRONICS

Electronics and Information Technology Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw
has highlighted that electronics has emerged as India's third-largest export
category, climbing from seventh place. In a social media post, the Minister
said, India is the second largest mobile manufacturing country in the world.
He said that India’s growth story in electronics manufacturing is driven by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s vision of developing a comprehensive
ecosystem. Mr Vaishnaw said that PLI Scheme for Large Scale Electronics
Manufacturing (LSEM) attracted investment of over 13 thousand 475 crore
rupees and achieved production worth 9.8 lakh crore rupees. He noted that
the scheme has significantly boosted manufacturing, jobs, and exports in
electronics sector by creating over 1.3 lakh jobs in the last 5 years.

The Minister said the government is now focusing on building
capacity for modules, components, sub-modules, raw materials, and
manufacturing machinery. He added that the Electronics Component
Manufacturing Scheme is supporting this transition, with 249 applications
representingl.15 lakh crore rupees investment, 10.34 lakh crore rupees
production, and creating 1.42 lakh jobs. He said this marks the highest-
ever investment commitment in India’s electronics sector, reflecting strong
industry confidence.

Mr Vaishnaw further said that ten semiconductor units have been
approved so far, with three already in pilot or early production stages. The
Minister said electronics manufacturing has created 25 lakh jobs in the last
decade, calling it real economic growth at the grassroots level. He said that
as semiconductor and component manufacturing scales up, job creation



will accelerate further. Highlighting the impact of the Make in India
initiative, the Minister said, production is growing across finished products
and components, exports are rising, global players are confident, Indian
companies are becoming increasingly competitive, and employment
opportunities are expanding.

RAILWAY-TRAIN CAPACITY

The Indian Railways has planned to double originating train capacity
in 48 major cities by 2030 to address rapidly growing travel demand. These
cities include Delhi, Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai, Hyderabad, Bangalore,
Patna, Bhopal and Puri. The Railway Ministry said, this will help in meeting
the traffic requirement progressively over the years.

Chairman of the Railway Board Satish Kumar has written a letter to
General Managers of all Zonal Railways and asked them to increase train
handling capacity across their divisions. They have been asked to identify
and create new terminals in and around the urban area. It will be done for
both suburban as well as non-suburban traffic, keeping in view the distinct
requirements of both segments.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red alert for
dense to very dense fog over Uttar Pradesh during the next three to four
days. Similar conditions are expected to prevail over Bihar, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, and Punjab. Meanwhile, the air
quality in Delhi-NCR has been registered in the very poor category.
According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average Air Quality
