DAY -AP-BUS ACCIDENT

The death toll in a private bus accident that occurred in Alluri Seetha
Ramaraju district of Andhra Pradesh early this morning, has risen to 9.
About 22 people were injured in the mishap, while a total of 35 passengers
and two drivers were on board at the time of accident.

The incident occurred when the bus was heading towards
neighbouring Telangana State on the Chinturu-Maredumilli ghat road near
Tulasipaka village.

next of kin of each deceased. The injured would be given 50 thousand
rupees. Maharashtra Governor S. Abdul Nazeer abd Chief Minister
Chandrababu Naidu have also expressed his shock and sorrow over the
tragic event.
