The Minister also unveiled NIA's Updated Crime
Manual, Organised Crime Network Database and Lost and
Recovered Weapon Database.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red colour
warning for fog in East Uttar pradesh today. The Weather Agency also
forecast cold wave conditions in parts of Delhi, Jharkhand, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Punjab, Chhattisgarh, Punjab and West Rajasthan. According
to the Met Department, dense to very dense fog conditions will prevail over
Assam, Meghalaya and Uttar Pradesh today. Places over north eastern
states, Uttarakhand,Odisha, West Bengal, Himachal Pradesh, East Madhya
Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir will also experience dense fog conditions till
30th. It also predicted a gradual fall in minimum temperature by 3 degree
celsius over Assam by tomorrow and by 2 degree celsius over Chhattisgarh
for the next 2 days.

Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR continues to remain in the
poor category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the
average Air Quality Index (AQI) of the National Capital was recorded at
323 as of 1PM this morning.
