 The External Affairs Ministry has said that India accords highest 
priority to the safety, security and well-being of Indian workers abroad. On 
receipt of any complaint or grievance from Indian nationals including 
labourers, the Indian Embassy pro-actively takes it up with the concerned 
Foreign Employer and also reach out to the work place of the aggrieved 
worker. Minister of State for External Affairs Kirti Vardhan Singh said this in 
a written reply to a question in Rajya Sabha. He informed that Pravasi 
Bharatiya Sahayata Kendra has been set up in key locations such as New 
Delhi, Dubai, Riyadh, Jeddah, and Kuala Lumpur to provide guidance and 
counseling to the Indian workers. The Minister said, Indian Missions abroad 
regularly organize Open Houses and Consular Camps in remote areas to 
get feedback from Indian workers residing in such areas and to address 
their grievances. 
 Mr Singh informed the house that more than 16 thousand complaints 



have been received from Indian nationals abroad this year. He informed 
that the highest number over three thousand complaints were received 
from Saudi Arabia followed by over one thousand 500 from United Arab 
Emirates, 662 from Malaysia and 620 from USA.

 The Election Commission has revised the schedule for the ongoing 
Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of electoral rolls in six states and union 
territories. These include Tamil Nadu, Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, 
Chhattisgarh, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, and Uttar Pradesh. As per the 
revised schedule, Tamil Nadu and Gujarat will now complete the exercise 
by the 14th of this month. The deadline for Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, 
and the Andaman and Nicobar Islands has been extended to the 18th of 
this month, while the deadline for Uttar Pradesh has been extended to the 
26th of this month.

 BJP today accused opposition parties for disrespecting and disrupting  
the legislative business of the winter session of the parliament. Addressing 
a press conference in New Delhi, BJP spokesperson Shehzad Poonawalla 
hit out at leader of opposition and senior Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for 
travelling abroad in the middle of Parliament session. The BJP 
Spokesperson also accused a Trinamool Congress MP of violating the rule 
by using an e-cigarette inside the premises of parliament. He added that 
this alleged act has tarnished the dignity of the most sacred institution of 
the country's democracy.

FINAL RS-ELECTION REFORMS 
 The Rajya Sabha took up discussion on Election Reforms today. 
Participating in the discussion, BJP leader Sudhanshu Trivedi said, India is 
the mother of democracy. He said, the cash donation limit to political 
parties was reduced from 20 thousand to 2 thousand during the Modi's 
government. He said electoral bonds have brought transparency in the 
electoral system. He accused that electoral reforms were never given due 
consideration during the Congress’s tenure. He said, the Congress does not 
understand that votes are received because of deep bonds and trust. 
Questioning Congress party’s allegations over EVMs, he said that the EVMs 
were introduced during the tenure of former Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi. 
 Earlier, initiating the discussion, Congress MP Ajay Maken raised 
questions over the Election Commission, alleging that it is not releasing 
CCTV footage from polling booths. He said, the Election Commission must 
restore its credibility, cautioning that a loss of credibility could weaken 



democratic institutions. He also alleged that just before the 2024 Lok 
Sabha election, the accounts of the Congress party were frozen citing a 
delay in filing income tax returns.        
 Dola Sen of TMC said, her party is not against electoral reforms, but 
it is against electoral rolls which are made by erasing the people. DMK’s NR 
Elango alleged that the country do not have a fool-proof election system. 
He also alleged that EVM is causing the most problems. Sanjay Singh of 
AAP alleged that the intention of the SIR is not to purify the voter list but 
to delete voters. He said, Election Commission does not have the power to 
conduct SIR. Yerram Venkata Subba Reddy of YSR Congress also spoke on 
the Election Reform. The discussion remained inconclusive. 
 Later the House adjourned for the day to meet again tomorrow.

LOK SABHA-GAS SUBSIDY 
 Union Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas Hardeep Singh Puri has 
said that the Government  is providing a targeted subsidy of 300 per 14.2 
kg LPG cylinder to the beneficiaries of  Pradhan Mantri Ujjwala Yojana 



(PMUY) for the financial year 2025-26.  Replying during the question hours 
in Lok Sabha, Mr Hardeep Singh Puri said the subsidy will apply to up to 
nine refills per year, with pro-rated benefits for 5 kg cylinder users. 
 With this support, the effective price of a standard 14.2 kg domestic 
LPG cylinder for PMUY consumers in Delhi drops to 553 rupees compared 
to the current retail selling price of 853 rupees. He said  compared to the 
price of  903 rupees per cylinder in August 2023 the effective cost for 
PMUY users has now fallen by approximately 39 per cent to 553 in 
November 2025 , offering both immediate relief and improved affordability 
of clean cooking fuel. He added that the government stated that the 
enhanced subsidy is part of its broader commitment to expanding access to 
clean energy.
