The 20th session of the Intergovernmental Committee for the
Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage will begin today at Red
Fort in New Delhi. The session will be chaired by Vishal V. Sharma,
Ambassador and Permanent Delegate of India to UNESCO.

India has nominated Diwali - the festival of light, brotherhood,
compassion, and collective celebration - as its submission for the UNESCO
Intangible heritage list this year. Union Minister for Culture and Tourism



Gajendra Singh Shekhawat said the proposal, earlier reviewed by
independent evaluation bodies, will be discussed during the session and
the government is confident of a positive outcome.

The six day event aims at Examining nominations submitted by
States Parties for inscription on the UNESCO ICH Lists, reviewing the status
of existing elements and providing international assistance for safeguarding
intangible cultural heritage.

The inaugural ceremony for the session was held at Red Fort in New
Delhi yesterday. Speaking on the occasion, External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar said that besides being home to many UNESCO heritage sites,
India has itself undertaken many projects to preserve and conserve
heritages across the world. DR Jaishankar also expressed happiness with
Indian cities of Hyderabad and Lucknow for being recognized as UNESCO
City of Gastronomy. The Minister also lauded UNESCO for protecting the
intangible heritages.

The Prime Minister further highlighted that UNESCO has played a
transformative role in building a shared global framework for safeguarding
intangible heritage and India is proud to have several elements inscribed
on UNESCO’s list. Mr Modi underlined that the UNESCO 2003 convention
created a sense of global responsibility and the committee’s work has given
visibility and respect to communities whose traditions formed the backbone
of human creativity.

IndiGO-DGCA NOTICE

Aviation watchdog DGCA today gave more time to IndiGo CEO Pieter
Elbers and the Accountable Manager Isidro Porqueras to submit their
responses to the show causes notices seeking their explanations on the
flight disruptions. Both have been granted 24 hours more or time till 6 pm
on Monday to submit their replies, a senior official said today.

For six days in a row, IndiGo flight operations have been significantly
disrupted resulting in massive flight cancellations and delays impacting
travel plans of thousands of passengers. Against this backdrop, the
regulator had issued the show cause notices.

In the show cause notices issued on Saturday, the Directorate
General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) had asked Elbers and Porqueras to give
their replies by Sunday evening. The official said the deadline for replies
were extended following requests from both the airline executives.
According to the official, DGCA continues to monitor the situation closely.

THAILAND - CAMBODIA AIRSTRIKE

Thailand carried out air strikes along the Cambodian border today
after Cambodian forces opened fire in a disputed area, kiling a Thai
soldier. According to the thai army, the Cambodian troops fired first in
Ubon Ratchathani province, killing one Thai soldier and injuring four
others. Thailand said it then launched air strikes on Cambodian military
positions in response.

Meanwhile, Cambodia denied firing back. Cambodia's Defence
Ministry instead accused Thailand of attacking Cambodian troops in Preah
Vihear and Oddar Meanchey provinces, including firing tank shells near the
Tamone Thom temple.

Local officials in Cambodia said gunfire was reported around the
ancient Tamone Thom and Ta Krabei temples, causing villagers near the
border to flee. Around 35,000 Thai residents have been evacuated from
border areas. Another clash also took place yesterday , injuring two Thai
soldiers. This latest fighting follows deadly clashes in July, which killed at
least 48 people and displaced 300,000. That conflict ended after a
ceasefire deal brokered by U.S. President Donald Trump and Malaysian
Prime Minister Anwar Ibrahim.

Thailand and Cambodia have long disputed parts of their 817-km
border, first drawn by France in 1907 when Cambodia was a colony.

PAKISTAN - TRANSPORTERS STRIKE

In Pakistan, Local transporters in Islamabad and Rawalpindi have
announced a strike today, protesting a new traffic law that significantly



raises fines for heavy vehicles. Pakistan's Punjab Public Transport
Association called the strike after talks with city officials. The Mutahida
Transport Federation, said rising fines from 5,000 to 20,000 Pakistani
Rupees have put transport workers under severe financial strain, adding to
costs for fuel and spare parts. The Goods Transport Association also
confirmed participation in the strike, with bases expected to remain closed.
Pakistan is facing economic collapse primarily due to chronic structural
weaknesses, massive debt burdens, and repeated policy failures that have
compounded over decades.

Recently, The IMF criticized Pakistan for weak financial management,
poor accountability, and lack of transparency, urging urgent reforms to
prevent political misuse of public funds. Meanwhile, Pakistan’s
unemployment has risen to 7.1 percent, leaving over eight million people
jobless. The latest Labour Force Survey shows a labor force of 77.2 million
within a population of 240 million, with more than half of working-age
people unemployed or not participating in the workforce.

INDIA-SRI LANKA-RELIEF

India has stepped up humanitarian outreach to Sri Lanka as the
island nation struggles to recover from the devastation caused by last
week’s cyclonic storm, with fresh consignments of emergency relief arriving



to support displaced families, damaged communities and disrupted
livelihoods across several hard-hit districts.

Emergency relief consignments totalling 300 metric tonnes were
formally handed over to Sri Lanka under Operation Sagar Bandhu, as part
of a larger 1,000-tonne assistance package dispatched by the Government
of Tamil Nadu.
