In a
post on social media platform 'X', Prime Minister Modi said he is
Thankful to Mr. Jafar Hassan, for the warm welcome at the
airport. Mr. Modi said he is sure that this visit will boost bilateral
linkages between both nations.

At the invitation of King Abdullah II Bin Al Hussein, Prime
Minister Modi is on full-fledged bilateral visit to Jordan which is
taking place after a span of 37 years. Both countries are
celebrating the 75th anniversary of the establishment of
diplomatic relations.

This is the first leg of his three country visit to Jordan,
Ethiopia, and Oman.

In his departure statement, the Prime Minister said that he will hold
detailed discussions with King Abdullah and Prime Minister of Jordan Jafar
Hassan in the first leg of his visit. Mr. Modi will also meet the vibrant Indian
community in Amman, who have made significant contributions to India-
Jordan relations. Mr Modi's visit coincides with the 75th anniversary of the
establishment of diplomatic relations between the two countries.

From Amman, the Prime Minister will go to Addis Ababa, the capital
city of Ethiopia tomorrow. He will hold detailed discussions with the Prime
Minister of Ethiopia Dr. Abiy Ahmed Ali, in Addis Ababa. Mr Modi will meet
the Indian Diaspora and will also address the Joint Session of Parliament.



On the final leg, Mr Modi will reach, Muscat, Oman on Wednesday.
The visit will mark 70 years of the establishment of diplomatic ties between
India and Oman. In Muscat, Mr Modi will hold discussions with the Sultan
of Oman and will also address a gathering of the Indian diaspora in Oman.

The Viksit Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan Bill, 2025 which was introduced
in the Lok Sabha today has been referred to the Joint Committee of
Parliament (JPC) for further scrutiny.

When the Lok Sabha assembled after the second adjournment at 2
PM, Union Education Minister Dharmendra Pradhan introduced the Bill.
However, the opposition members opposed the introduction of the bill.
Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said that during the Business
Advisory Committee meeting, several MPs had emphasized wider
consultations on the Bill. He said, considering their request, the
government has proposed to send the Bill to the JPC for wider consultation.
Mr Rijiju requested the speaker to appoint members for the constitution of
the committee.

The Viksit Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan bill aims to empower
the Universities and other higher educational institutions to
achieve excellence in teaching, learning, research and innovation.
The bill seeks to constitute a Viksit Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan, to
facilitate the Universities and other higher educational
institutions to become independent self-governing institutions. It
is also intended to promote excellence through a robust and
transparent system of accreditation and autonomy.

The Viksit Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan Bill, 2025 provides for
the constitution of a Viksit Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan along with
the three Councils, namely, the Viksit Bharat Shiksha Viniyaman
Parishad, the Viksit Bharat Shiksha Gunvatta Parishad and the
Viksit Bharat Shiksha Manak Parishad to enable and empower
Universities and other higher educational institutions to achieve
excellence in teaching, learning, research and innovation. The Bill
further provides for repealing the University Grants Commission
Act, 1956, the All India Council for Technical Education Act, 1987



and the National Council for Teacher Education Act, 1993.

The Viksit Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan will pave the way for
Atmanirbharta in the higher education sector and create a talent
pool of students. This will facilitate empowerment of youth by
developing critical and innovative thinking with focus on reskilling
and upskilling.
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
