TELANGANA-ASSEMBLY SPEAKER

Telangana Assembly Speaker G Prasad Kumar today
dismissed five disqualification petitions against 5 legislators,
who were elected on BRS party ticket during the last Assembly
elections. The Speaker, who is also the chairman of the
Tribunal, dismissed the petitions after examining them and
hearing all concerned parties. State Legislature Secretary Dr V
Narasimhacharyulu in a release said, the speaker has
considered merits of these petitions and dismissed, in exercise
of the powers vested under 6th para of the Tenth Schedule of

the Constitution of India. The decision provided relief to five of



the 10 Bharat Rashtra Samithi MLAs, who were reportedly
involved in defection activities.

The Speaker dismissed disqualification petitions against T
Venkat Rao, B Krishna Mohan Reddy, T Prakash Goud, G
Mahipal Reddy and A Gandhi, citing a lack of evidence that they
had formally defected to the Congress party after the 2023
Assembly elections. The decision on the petitions against 5
more MLAs is yet to be pronounced.

It may be recalled that the Supreme Court directed the
Telangana Speaker to decide on the petitions within three
months, when the BRS approached the Apex court. <>

REV RS - BIMA BILL

The Rajya Sabha has taken up the Sabka Bima Sabki Raksha
(Amendment of Insurance Laws) Bill 2025 for consideration and
passing. The Bill seeks to amend the Insurance Act 1938, the
Life Insurance Corporation Act, 1956 and the Insurance
Regulatory and Development Authority Act, 1999. The Bill
proposes to increase the Foreign Direct Investment limit in
Indian Insurance companies from 74 percent to 100 percent of
the paid-up equity capital. The Bill reduces the net-owned fund

requirements for foreign entities engaged in the re-insurance



business from 5,000 crore rupees to 1,000 crore rupees. The Bill
amends the definition of an insurance co-operative society to
remove the requirement of minimum paid-up share capital of
100 crore rupees for life, general, and health insurance
businesses.

The bill is aimed at accelerating the growth and development
of the insurance sector and to ensure better protection of
policyholders. It also proposes to improve ease of doing
business for insurance companies, and to bring transparency in
regulation making and to improve regulatory oversight over the
sector. Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman moved the Bill.

Initiating the discussion, Shaktisinh Gohil of Congress took on
the Government for bringing the Bill in a hurry. He said,
Congress is never against progress, but it keeps people’s
interest first. Opposing the Bill, Mr Gohil said, his party cannot
stand by profiting for private companies.

BJP MP Arun Singh said the Bill envisages that every person
should get insurance. He added that through this Bill, efficiency
and performance of insurance companies will increase.

Saket Gokhale of TMC said insurance must primarily be seen



as a social security scheme where insurance companies carry a
fiduciary responsibility to the policyholder. He claimed that the
Bill only strengthens capital while it weakens accountability and
leaves policy holders exposed. Dr Kanimozhi NVN Somu of DMK
criticised the Bill saying it is yet another example of how
economic legislation is being pushed without adequate
consultation with the States and without regard to federal
architecture.

The discussion is underway.

RS - CYBER FRAUD
Government has said that more than seven thousand
crore rupees have been saved in more than 23 lakh complaints
so far through the Citizen Financial Cyber Fraud Reporting and

Management System. Minister of State for Home Bandi Sanjay



Kumar informed this in a written reply to a Question in the
Rajya Sabha today. He said, the Citizen Financial Cyber Fraud
Reporting and Management System has been launched in 2021
for immediate reporting of financial frauds and to stop
siphoning off funds by the fraudsters. The Minister informed
that the Ministry has established Indian Cyber Crime
Coordination Centre (I14C) to evolve a framework and ecosystem
for the prevention, detection, investigation and prosecution of
cybercrime in the country. Mr Kumar said, an MoU was signed
in January this year by I14C, MHA and the Department of
Homeland Security, USA to strengthen cooperation and capacity
building in cybercrime investigations. He added that a toll-free
Helpline number - 1930 has been operationalized to get
assistance in lodging online cyber complaints.
