Benchmark domestic equity indices, the Sensex and the Nifty, ended



on a mixed note in a choppy trade today. Both indices swung between
gains and losses throughout the session and ultimately settled nearly
unchanged. The Sensex dipped 43 points, to close at 85 thousand 525
while the Nifty eked out a marginal gain of five points, to settle at 26
thousand 177. The broader market indices at the Bombay Stock Exchange
closed in positive zone. The Mid-Cap index settled nearly flat and the
Small-Cap index rose almost 0.4 per cent.

In the Sensex pack, 17 out of 30 companies edged downward.
Among the top laggards, Infosys plummeted over 1.2 per cent, Bharti Airtel
lost more than 1.1 per cent and Adani Ports as well as Sun Pharma both
fell over 0.9 percent. In the top gainers, ITC surged almost 1.3 per cent,
Ultra Tech Cement rose over 1.2 per cent and Tata Motors Passenger
Vehicles limited added 1.1 per cent.

Across sectoral indices at the BSE, 14 out of 22 sectors registered
gains. Among the top gainers, Commodities rose nearly 0.7 per cent,
Utilities climbed 0.6 per cent and Metal added half a per cent. Among the
top laggards, IT as well as Focused IT dropped 0.7 per cent, PSU Bank lost
over 0.3 per cent and Healthcare as well as Realty fell more than 0.2 per
cent.

The overall market breadth at the BSE was positive, as shares of
2,292 companies advanced, 1,892 declined, and 181 remained unchanged.

REV CHOUHAN-FARMERS DAY

previously implemented Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Act, MGNREGA. The Viksit Bharat G RAM G Act, will ensure
availability of farm labour during peak agricultural seasons. During the
interaction, Mr Chouhan highlighted that the number of wage employment
days has been increased to one hundred and twenty-five days, from earlier
hundred days. He informed that this year, an amount of over one

lakh 51 thousand crore rupees has been proposed under it.
