PM- THREE NATION VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has embarked on a three-nation visit to
Jordan, Ethiopia and Oman today. In the first leg of his visit, Mr. Modi will
visit Jordan at the invitation of King Abdullah II ibn Al Hussein. In his
departure statement, the Prime Minister said that he will hold detailed
discussions with King Abdullah and Prime Minister of Jordan Jafar Hassan.
Mr. Modi will also meet the vibrant Indian community in Amman, who have
made significant contributions to India-Jordan relations. Mr Modi's visit
coincides with the 75th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic
relations between the two countries. From Amman, the Prime Minister will
go to Addis Ababa, the capital city of Ethiopia tomorrow. He will hold
detailed discussions with the Prime Minister of Ethiopia Dr. Abiy Ahmed Ali,
in Addis Ababa. Mr Modi will meet the Indian Diaspora and will also
address the Joint Session of Parliament.

On the final leg, Mr Modi will reach, Muscat, Oman on Wednesday.
The visit will mark 70 years of the establishment of diplomatic ties between
India and Oman. In Muscat, Mr Modi will hold discussions with the Sultan
of Oman and will also address a gathering of the Indian diaspora in Oman.

UKRAINE- NATO

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy has said he is ready to give
up NATO membership bid in exchange for security guarantees from the US
and Europe. Russia has long demanded that the transatlantic alliance -
NATO must halt its eastward expansion as a condition for ending the war.
Russia has said it would probably reject all the proposals from Ukraine and
Europe.

German Chancellor Friedrich Merz hosted peace talks with Zelenskyy,
US President Donald Trump’s special envoy Steve Witkoff and son-in-law
Jared Kushner at the Federal Chancellery yesterday. Witkoff wrote on X
that the delegations had held in-depth discussions regarding the 20-point
plan for peace adding that the delegations would meet again today.

Both sides appeared to reject Trump’s proposal that all troops be
withdrawn from the Donbas region to create a free economic zone in parts
of eastern Ukraine now held by Kyiv. Zelenskyy said Ukraine has yet to
receive a response from Washington to revised proposals sent earlier this
week from Kyiv after consultations with European leaders.
