PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three-nation visit to
Jordan, Ethiopia and Oman today. In the first leg of his visit, Mr Modi will
visit Jordan at the invitation of King Abdullah II ibn Al Hussein. Prime
Minister Modi will meet King of Jordan to review the entire gamut of
bilateral relations, and exchange perspectives on regional issues. Mr Modi's
visit coincides with the 75th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic
relations between the two countries.

India and the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan share a

relationship built on deep historical linkages, mutual respect and
growing cooperation across political, economic and strategic
spheres. Diplomatic ties, established in 1950, have steadily




strengthened over the past seventy-five years, reflecting shared

interests in reqgional stability, development and dialogue. Lets
listen to the Indian ambassador to Jordan now.

Connections between the two countries date back to ancient
times, when trade routes linked the Indian subcontinent with the
Levant including the region around present-day Petra. These

early exchanges enabled the flow of goods, ideas and culture,
laying the foundation for enduring people-to-people ties. In the
modern era, political engagement gained momentum after India’s
independence, with Jordan emerging as an important partner in
West Asia.

Bilateral relations today are marked by reqular high-level
interactions and close understanding at the leadership level. King

Abdullah II has visited India on several occasions, including a
landmark visit in 2018. Prime Minister Narendra Modi'’s visit to

Jordan today marks the first full-fledged bilateral visit by an
Indian Prime Minister in nearly four decades.

The vibrant Indian community in Jordan has expressed
eagerness and anticipation ahead of the Indian Prime Minister’s

arrival, describing the visit as a moment of pride that reflects the
strong people-to-people ties between the two countries.

Tomorrow, Prime Minister will proceed to Ethiopia, marking his first

visit to the country. Mr Modi will meet his Ethiopian counterpart and will
hold wide-ranging discussions on all aspects of India-Ethiopia bilateral ties.

In the final leg, the Prime Minister will visit Oman and will meet
Sultan Haitham ibn Tarik. The visit will mark 70 years of the establishment
of diplomatic relations between the two countries.

The BJP Parliamentary Board has appointed Bihar minister and five-
time MLA Nitin Nabin as the National Working President of the party with
immediate effect. Widely regarded as an organisational leader, Mr. Nabin
currently represents the Bankipur Assembly constituency in Patna district
and holds the Road Construction portfolio in the Nitish Kumar-led Bihar
government.

Mr. Nabin is the son of veteran BJP leader and former MLA late Nabin
Kishore Prasad Sinha. At 45, Mr. Nabin is the youngest Working President
in the party’s history and the first BJP leader from Bihar to be appointed to
the post.

With nearly two decades of organisational experience, Mr. Nabin has
held several key roles within the party, including Bihar President of the
Bharatiya Janata Yuva Morcha (BJYM) and BJP’s election in-charge for
Chhattisgarh.

EVE-IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department has forecast cold wave conditions
over Telangana and Interior Karnataka for the next two days. Severe cold
wave conditions are also expected tomorrow over North Interior Karnataka.
IMD said that dense fog conditions are likely to prevail tomorrow over parts
of Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Arunachal Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh,
Himachal Pradesh, Nagaland, Tripura, Punjab and north-eastern region.
The Met department has also forecast thunderstorms accompanied with
lightning and gusty winds at isolated places over Andaman and Nicobar
Islands for tomorrow. According to the weather agency, northwest India
will experience a gradual fall in minimum temperature by two degree
Celsius during the next twodays.

Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR continues to be in the Severe
+ category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average
Air Quality Index, AQI, of the national capital was recorded at 465 as of 8
PM today.

AUSTRALIA SHOOTING

In Australia, death toll in Sydney's Bondi Beach shooting on the first
day of the Jewish festival of Hanukkah has risen to 15. Australian police
has designated the shooting as a terrorism event. According to officials, the
alleged shooters were father and son, aged 50 and 24. The father is dead
and the son is hospitalized and is under police custody. Forty-two people
have been injured, including two police officers. Six firearms and two
improvised explosive devices were also collected from the scene.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi strongly condemned the ghastly
terrorist attack. In a social media post, Mr Modi extended his condolences
to the families who lost their loved ones. Prime Minister said that India
stands in solidarity with the people of Australia in this hour of grief. Mr
Modi added that India has zero tolerance towards terrorism and supports
the fight against all forms and manifestations of terrorism. External Affairs
Minister Dr S Jaishankar has also condemned the terror attack. In a social
media post, Dr Jaishankar said that New Delhi’s thoughts are with the
victims and their families.
