SHIVRAJ - VIKSIT BHARAT G RAM G

Union Rural Development Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan has said
that under the Viksit Bharat: G RAM G Scheme, development works will be
carried out in villages to realise the vision of a Viksit Bharat by 2047. In an



interview with DD News, Mr Chouhan said that the scheme increases the
statutory wage employment guarantee from 100 days to 125 days per rural
household. The Minister highlighted that the newly enacted Viksit Bharat: G
RAM G Act, provides a mandatory unemployment allowance if work is not
provided within 15 days of application.

RAILWAYS FARE RATIONALISATION

The Railways has rationalised its passenger fare structure with effect
from today, with the objective of balancing affordability for passengers and
sustainability of operations. Under the revised fare structure, there is no
change in fares for suburban services and Season Tickets, including both
suburban and non-suburban routes. The revised fares are applicable only
on tickets booked on or after today. Tickets booked before will not attract
any additional charges, even if the journey is undertaken after the effective
date.

For Ordinary Non-AC (Non-Suburban) services, fares have been
rationalised in a graded manner across Second Class Ordinary, Sleeper
Class Ordinary, and First Class Ordinary. In Second Class Ordinary, there is
no increase in fare for journeys up to 215 kilometres to ensure that short-
distance and daily commuters are not impacted.

US H-1B VISA

A sweeping change to the US H-1B visa selection process will have
effect among Indian technology professionals and Indian American
families. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) formally notified that
future H-1B cap selections will be weighted based on wage levels rather
than random lottery alone. DHS said the rule is intended to address
shortages in positions requiring highly skilled or highly educated workers
while protecting the wages, working conditions, and job opportunities of
US workers. For Indian nationals who account for a large share of H-1B
approvals and dominate the long employment based green card backlog
the shift is being closely watched as a potential restructuring of how
foreign talent enters the US technology workforce.
