RUSSIAN PREZ VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold talks with Russian President
Vladimir Putin in New Delhi today. Both leaders will review progress in
bilateral relations and exchange views on regional and global issues of mutual
interest. A number of agreements are expected to be signed following the
talks, including in areas related to trade, economy, healthcare, academics,
culture and media. President Putin arrived in New Delhi last evening on a
state visit to India for the 23rd India-Russia Annual Summit. He was received
warmly by Prime Minister Modi at the airport.

The Russian President will be accorded a ceremonial reception at
Rashtrapati Bhawan this morning. The visiting dignitary will pay his respects
to Mahatma Gandhi by laying a wreath at Rajghat. In the evening, President
Droupadi Murmu will receive the Russian President and host a banquet in his
honour. Our correspondent reports that India and Russia are celebrating 25th
anniversary of the declaration of their Strategic Partnership.

PUTIN - INTERVIEW

Russian President Vladimir Putin has said that India-Russia
collaboration is not directed against any country and it is solely aimed at
safeguarding the national interests of the two nations. In the context of
India's energy ties with Russia, Mr Putin said, certain "actors" dislike New
Delhi's growing role in international markets in view of its close relations with
Moscow and these elements are aiming to constrain India's influence for
political reasons by imposing "artificial obstacles". Referring to Western
sanctions against Moscow, Russian President said, his country's energy
cooperation with New Delhi largely remains unaffected. He was talking to a
TV channel, ahead of his 2-day visit to India. Rejecting Washington's
objection to India procuring crude oil from Russia, Mr Putin said, if the US has
the right to buy Russian fuel, why shouldn't India have the same privilege.
Russian President said that India cannot be treated the way it was several
decades back. Mr Putin said, Prime Minister Modi is not someone who
succumbs to pressure easily and Indian people should be proud of their
leader. Mr Putin said, Russia is not simply selling defence technology to India
but it is sharing it with New Delhi.

FISHERIES - INDIA-RUSSIA

On the side lines of the 23" India-Russia Annual Summit, Minister of
Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Rajiv Ranjan Singh held a bilateral
meeting with Russian Agriculture Minister Oxana Lut, in New Delhi yesterday.
The Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying informed that
during the meeting, both the sides discussed mutual trade in fisheries, animal
and dairy products, resolving market access issues, and fast-tracking
establishment listings for exports. It added that the discussions also focused
on collaboration in research, education and emerging aquaculture
technologies, including deep-sea fishing vessels, aquaculture emerging
technologies and processing.

On the occasion Mr Singh emphasized that India exported fish and
fishery products worth around 7 billion US dollars in 2024-25, including 127
million US dollars to Russia. He underlined the potential to diversify exports to
Russia with products such as shrimp, prawns, mackerel, sardines, tuna, crab,
squid, and cuttlefish.

Meanwhile, Russia’s Agriculture Minister Oxana Lut also informed about
Russia’s readiness to cooperate in fisheries, animal husbandry and dairy
sectors building on the successful history of agricultural collaboration.

In Chhattisgarh, the number of Maoists killed in yesterday’s encounter
in the Bhairamgarh area of Bijapur district has risen to eighteen. These
include nine women cadres. Security forces recovered an LMG, AK-47 rifle,
SLR, INSAS rifle, a .303 bore gun, a rocket launcher, and grenades, radios,
scanners, Maoist literature and a large quantity of explosive material from the
encounter site. Three security personnel were also martyred in this
encounter. They were paid homage today at the newly established police
lines in Bijapur. Meanwhile, two personnel injured in the encounter are
undergoing treatment at a hospital in the state capital, Raipur.
