Union Home Minister Amit Shah today supported the on-going
Special Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise stressing that the Constitution
guarantees the Election Commission to prepare the electoral rolls. He said,
the Special Intensive Revision (SIR) is the responsibility of the Election
Commission and it is intended to purify the electoral rolls.

Refuting the allegations of opposition on SIR during the discussion on
the Election Reforms in the Lok Sabha today, Mr Shah alleged that the
opposition especially the Congress has spread lies on the SIR issue and is
tarnishing the image of the country, government and Election Commission.
Mr. Shah reiterated that the Election Commission does not work under the
government.

voter list. After the Opposition staged a walkout, Mr. Shah said that their
boycott would make no difference, asserting that not a single infiltrator will
be allowed to vote in the elections. He said, the main concern of the
opposition parties is that they want to keep illegal residents and intruders
on the voter list. He accused the Opposition-ruled states of not cooperating
with the Election Commission in carrying out the Special Intensive Revision
exercise.

The Delhi High Court today questioned the Central government as to
why the situation that led to the cancellation of a number of flights by
IndiGo precipitated. The court appreciating the steps taken by the Ministry
of Civil Aviation and the DGCA asked that how such a situation was allowed
to precipitate as lakhs of passengers stranded at airports across the
country. The high court said besides trouble and harassment caused to the
stranded passengers, the question is of the losses caused to the country's
economy. A bench of Chief Justice Devendra Kumar Upadhyaya and Justice
Tushar Rao Gedela also asked how other airlines could take advantage of
the crisis situation and charge hefty sums for tickets from the passengers.
The bench directed that by the next date of hearing, 22nd of the next
month, report of the inquiry committee should be submitted to the court in
a sealed cover, if complete.
