SHAH-COUNTER TERRORISM

Home Minister Amit Shah has called for establishing a common Anti-
Terrorism Squad (ATS) structure across the country and directed state



Directors General of Police to implement it at the earliest. He said, common
ATS structure for the police across the entire country, provides an
opportunity for uniform preparation to counter terror attacks at every level.
Mr Shah was speaking yesterday after inaugurating the two-day ‘Anti-
Terrorism Conference-2025" organized by the National Investigation
Agency (NIA) in New Delhi. He noted that the NIA has worked extensively
to develop a common ATS framework and has already

shared it with state police forces. He said, a uniform structure, will ensure
standardised preparedness and response mechanisms at every level across
the country.

The Home Minister highlighted the need for building an impenetrable
and strong ‘anti-terrorism grid’ in the country for coming generations so
that they can firmly confront the future challenges.

Mr Shah stressed that the country must stay two steps ahead as the
landscape of terrorism is changing due to the use of technology in terrorist
incidents. Mr Shah added that government is bringing an action plan to
launch a 360-degree strike on organized crime. He emphasized that all
agencies should analyze every terrorist incident that has occurred in the
country and the world to further enhance India's counter-terrorism
capabilities.

The Home Minister stressed that the Narendra Modi government is
ruthlessly curbing terror in the country. He said this annual conference has
become a platform to deal with emerging threats under Prime Minister
Narendra Modi's vision of zero-tolerance against terrorism.

Mr Shah said, the investigations into the Pahalgam and Delhi blast
cases are not ordinary policing but outstanding examples of watertight
investigation. He added that these are also a great examples of how an
alert officer can save the country from such a major crisis by remaining
vigilant at all times.

MEA-BRIEFING
India has said the unremitting hostilities against minorities in
Bangladesh is a matter of grave concern. Briefing media in New Delhi



yesterday, External Affairs Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said,
India condemns the recent gruesome killing of a Hindu youth in
Mymensingh city of Bangladesh and the perpetrators of the crime must be
brought to justice. He added that over 2 thousand 900 incidents of violence
against minorities including cases of killings, arson, and land grabbing have
been documented by independent sources during the tenure of the interim
government in Bangladesh. He added that these incidents cannot be
brushed aside as mere media exaggeration or dismissed as political
violence.

Replying to another query on upcoming polls in Bangladesh, Mr
Jaiswal said, India supports free, fair, inclusive and participatory elections
in Bangladesh. The parliamentary elections in the neighbouring country are
scheduled to take place on 12th of February.

On H-1B visa issue, the External Affairs Ministry Spokesperson said,
India remains actively engaged with the US to address and minimise the
disruptions caused to Indian nationals holding H-1B visas. Mr Jaiswal said,
the government has received multiple representations from Indian
nationals facing delays and difficulties in scheduling or rescheduling US visa
appointments. He said India has raised these concerns with the US
authorities in New Delhi and Washington DC. He added that these delays
have caused extended hardships for affected individuals and their families,
including disruptions to education.

NADDA- TB MUKT BHARAT

Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda today called for mission-
mode health care reforms and accelerated efforts to achieve TB Mukt
Bharat by 2027. Chairing a high-level review meeting with Madhya Pradesh
and Chhattisgarh officials in New Delhi, Mr Nadda highlighted the
importance of robust drug regulation, and continuous monitoring of the
entire supply chain. He directed both States to strengthen Free Drugs and
Free Diagnostics schemes by plugging supply-chain and monitoring gaps.



He informed that the Centre is working with IIM Ahmedabad to improve
logistics, transparency and accountability in procurement.

Emphasising that quality diagnostics are the backbone of effective
health care, the Union Minister called for strengthening diagnostic services
across primary, secondary and tertiary levels. He underlined the need to
professionalise hospital administration and tighten regulation of blood
banks, hospital systems and safety protocols. Highlighting technology-
driven solutions, Mr Nadda urged wider integration of tele-medicine to
ensure specialist health care access in remote and underserved areas.

On tuberculosis, TB elimination, the Union Health Minister called for
district and block-level mission-mode interventions with intensified
screening, timely diagnosis, treatment adherence and nutritional support.
He also proposed sensitisation workshops for MLAs to strengthen
coordination with Block and Chief Medical Officers, stressing that Jan
Bhagidari is essential for accountability and better health outcomes.

The meeting focused on strengthening public health systems,
improving patient satisfaction, enhancing regulatory oversight and
accelerating key national health programmes.

RAILWAYS-SPECIAL TRAINS

Indian Railways has operated over 43 thousand special trains this
year to ensure smooth travel during festivals and peak seasons. Ministry of
Railways said that this year, it undertook one of its largest special train
operations for Maha Kumbh. During Maha kumbh period around 17
thousand 340 special train trips were operated to facilitate the movement
of pilgrims. It said, around 1 thousand 144 special train trips were
operated during Holi festival which is nearly double the numbers of trains
operated during Holi last year. The Ministry said that summer travel season
between April to June saw the operation of 12 thousand 417 Summer
Special train trips. The Railways has also made special arrangements for
Chhath Puja 2025 by operating 12 thousand 383 special train trips.

WOMEN'S CRICKET

In Women'’s cricket, India defated Sri Lanka by eight wickets in the
third T20 International in Thiruvananthapuram last night to take an
unassailable 3-Nil lead in five-match series. Chasing a target of 113 runs,
India overhauled the score, posting 115 runs for the loss of two wickets in
just 13.2 overs, riding on Shafali Verma’s unbeaten 79 off 42 balls. Earlier,
put into bat, the visitors scored 112 runs for the loss of seven wickets in
stipulated 20 overs. Imesha Dulani with 27 runs was the top scorer for Sri
Lanka. For the hosts, Renuka Singh Thakur picked up four-wickets, while
Deepti Sharma bagged three wickets. Renuka was declared player of the
match. In the first game in Visakhapatnam, India won comfortably by eight
wickets. The Women in Blue continued their winning streak in the second
match, securing a seven-wicket victory over Sri Lanka. <><><>
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
