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REV DAY RUSSIAN PREZ VISIT:

Meeting between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Russian President
Vladimir Putin is underway in New Delhi. Both leaders will review progress
in bilateral relations and exchange views on regional and global issues of
mutual interest. A number of agreements are expected to be signed
following the talks, including in areas related to trade, economy,
healthcare, academics, culture and media. The Russian President was
accorded a ceremonial reception at Rashtrapati Bhawan this morning. The
visiting dignitary also paid his respects to Mahatma Gandhi by laying a
wreath at Rajghat. In the evening, President Droupadi Murmu will receive
the Russian President and host a banquet in his honour. President Putin
arrived in New Delhi last evening on a state visit to India for the 23rd
India-Russia Annual Summit.

The bonhomie between Prime Minister Modi and President Putin is there for
all to see. In a special gesture, Prime Minister Modi welcomed President
Putin upon his arrival at the airport. The Kremlin praised the surprise
welcome at the airport and termed it as warm and unexpected. The
Leaders then proceeded together in the same car towards Prime Minister’s
official residence for dinner. The Prime Minister also gifted a copy of the
Bhagwad Gita in Russian to Mr Putin. India and Russia have deep and
historic cultural linkages. Various writers, philosophers, thinkers and artists
have exercised mutual influence on each other’s art, culture and societies.
A number of Russian universitiesand institutions teach Indian languages.
Indian cinema was especially popular in the Soviet period with screenings
in most major cities and urban centers.

Russian President Vladimir Putin has said that India-Russia collaboration is
not directed against any country and it is solely aimed at safeguarding the
national interests of the two nations. He was talking to a TV channel,
ahead of his 2-day visit to India. Referring to Western sanctions against
Moscow, Russian President said, his country's energy cooperation with New
Delhi largely remains unaffected. Rejecting Washington's objection to India
procuring crude oil from Russia, Mr Putin said, if the US has the right to
buy Russian fuel, why shouldn't India have the same privilege.

Lok Sabha has been adjourned till 12:00 noon following protests by DMK
members over lamp lighting row at a temple in Madurai in Tamil Nadu.
When the Lok Sabha met at 11 AM, the opposition party came to the well
and protested over the matter. Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla said that the
matter is sub-judice and the government has nothing to do with it. He
urged members to go back to their seat and allow the House the function.
Despite the appeal, the opposition members continued with their protest
following which, the Speaker adjourned the House till 12:00 noon. In Rajya
Sabha also the DMK and other opposition members staged a walkout over
the matter

RIJIJU-WAQF PROPERTIES:

Union Minister of Minority Affairs, Kiren Rijiju has said that more than one
lakh 51 thousand Waqf properties have been registered till now on the
UMEED Portal. He said that after making the Waqgf Law, the Ministry had
launched the UMEED portal and a six-month duration was given to the
concerned parties to register all the Waqgf properties on the portal. Talking
to reporters in New Delhi, Mr Rijiju said, today is the last day, and lakhs of
properties have still not been registered. The Minister assured all
mutawallis that for the next three months, the Ministry will not impose any
penalties or take any strict action on those who register on the UMEED

The Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) has held a review meeting

Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR has been registered in the
Very Poor category this morning. According to the Central Pollution Control
Board, the average Air Quality Index (AQI) of the region was recorded at
325 as of 7 AM today.

In FIH Hockey Men's Junior World Cup 2025, India will face
traditional rivals Belgium in the quarterfinals today at Egmore in Chennai.
The PR Sreejesh-coached side has been mercurial in the round robin stage,
notching up significant victories against sides that are not traditionally
strong in hockey. They beat Chile 7-0, Oman 17-0 and Switzerland 5-0.
The team's goalkeepers have hardly been tested against these sides, while
the team's attack has had a golden run - scoring total of 29 goals - highest
by any team in the tournament so far.
