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EVE-LS-ADJOURN

As the deadlock continued over the issue of Special Intensive
Revision (SIR), the Lok Sabha was adjourned for the day. The House
witnessed two adjournments before being finally adjourned for the day,

following the opposition’s demand for discussion over the SIR issue.
When the Lok Sabha met after the second adjournment at 2 PM, the
opposition members again trooped into the well, raising slogans against the



SIR. The Presiding Officer tried to run the House but in vain. He urged the
protesting members to allow the House to function. Despite the repeated
appeal, the opposition continued with their protest. This led to adjournment
of the House for the day.

In the Rajya Sabha, when the House assembled after the first
adjournment at 2 PM, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju reiterated
that the government is ready for discussion related to further electoral
reforms which the opposition parties are demanding. Leader of Opposition in
the House, Mallikarjun Kharge said, discussion on SIR issue may be taken on
a priority basis under the rule 267. Echoing the same view, Tiruchi Siva of
DMK said, the discussion must be held on SIR issue as it is a very serious
issue. The opposition MPs from Congress, TMC, DMK and others started
sloganeering over the SIR issue and staged a walkout.

Later, the Rajya Sabha has taken up the Manipur Goods and Services
Tax (Second Amendment) Bill, 2025 for consideration and return. Minister of
State for Finance Pankaj Chaudhary moved the Bill in the House.

LS - PM KISAN

Centre has disbursed over four lakh crore rupees through 21
instalments under the PM-KISAN scheme since its inception. It is a central
sector scheme, which was launched in 2019 to supplement the financial
needs of farmers with cultivable land-holding. Under the scheme, a financial
benefit of six thousand rupees per year is transferred in three equal
instalments. Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan informed this
in a written reply to a question in Lok Sabha today. He said, it is a
farmer-centric digital infrastructure, which has ensured the benefits of the
scheme reach all the farmers across the country without involvement of any
intermediaries. He said, recently, the 21st instalment of PM-KISAN was
released in November this year to over nine crore farmers across the country.
BIJP-SANCHAR SAATHI

Bharatiya Janata Party, BJP today said that the allegations of snooping
being raised against Sanchar Saathi is misleading and stressed that the
application cannot read user’s messages, listen to calls and does not breach
personal data. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi, BIP
Spokesperson Sambit Patra stated that the application is meant to safeguard
and protect users against frauds, cybercrime and other such illegal activity. It
will also help to retrieve lost or stolen mobile phones and thus prevent the



misuse of second-hand mobile devices and SIM cards. The Spokesperson
also clarified that the application does not indulge in passive monitoring, data
extraction and hidden activity. He also highlighted that the installation and
use of the Sanchar Saathi application is the user’s discretion. The application
will also provide verified helpline numbers of banks and other essential
services. Targeting all Opposition parties, he alleged that this is an attempt to
spread misinformation.

RS-MANIPUR BILL

The Rajya Sabha has taken up the Manipur Goods and Services Tax
(Second Amendment) Bill, 2025 for consideration and return. Minister of
State for Finance Pankaj Chaudhary moved the Bill in the House today. The
bill seeks to amend the Manipur Goods and Services Tax Act, 2017. The Bill
also aimed to implement further decisions of the GST Council, including a
plan to consolidate existing GST rates into two main slabs of 5 per cent and
18 per cent. The 56th GST Council, comprising the Centre and states, had
decided to rationalise GST rates on about 375 items by merging the 5, 12, 18
and 28 per cent slabs into 2 slabs of 5 and 18 per cent. The Lok Sabha has

UIDAI - AADHAR TRANSACTIONS

The Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI) recorded two
hundred 31 crore Aadhaar authentication transactions in November, marking
an 8.47 percent increase during the same period last year. The Ministry of



Electronics and IT highlighted that this is indicative of the growing usage of
Aadhaar, as well as the growth of the digital economy in the country. The
Ministry added that the Aadhaar Face Authentication solutions are also
witnessing consistent traction, highlighting that nearly 60 percent of the
digital life certificates generated by pensioners during November used
Aadhaar face authentication. It also noted that e-KYC transactions during
November registered a significant jump, with over forty-seven crore such
transactions recorded during the month.

UIDAI said that the growing usage shows how Aadhaar has been
playing the role of a facilitator for effective welfare delivery and voluntarily
availing services offered by service providers.
