TN-BUS ACCIDENT

In Tamil Nadu, 11 people were killed and 54 others injured after two
Tamil Nadu government buses collided head-on near Kummangudi in
Sivaganga district yesterday. The accident occurred around five kilometres
from Pillaiyarpatti, in the Tirupattur area. Rescue efforts by the public and
fellow passengers helped pull several victims out of the mangled vehicles.
One of the buses was travelling from Tiruppur to Karaikudi, while the other
was headed from Karaikudi towards Dindigul district.

President Droupadi Murmu has expressed profound grief over the
loss of lives in the road accident. In a social media post, President said she
is deeply saddened by the incident and conveyed her condolences to the
families who lost their loved ones. She also prayed for the quick recovery
of those undergoing treatment.

Vice President C P Radhakrishnan also expressed grief over the loss
of lives in the accident. Mr Radhakrishnan prayed for the speedy recovery
of the injured.

CRICKET - IND VS SA ODI

In Men's Cricket, India defeated South Africa by 17 runs in the
opening match of the three-match ODI series in Ranchi last night. Chasing
a target of 350 runs in 50 overs, South Africa were all out for 332 with 4



balls to spare. For South Africa, Matthew Breetzke was the top scorer with
72 runs followed by Marco Jansen 70 runs and Corbin Bosch 67 runs. For
India, Kuldeep Yadav scalped 4 wickets while Harshit Rana took 3 wickets.

Earlier, South Africa won the toss and elected to bowl first. Riding on
Virat Kohli's 135 off 120 balls, India scored 349 for 8 in the stipulated 50
overs. With this knock, Kohli registered his 52nd One-Day International
hundred and set a new world record for the most centuries in a single
format in international cricket. Skipper KL Rahul scored 60 runs while Rohit
Sharma made 57 runs. Virat Kohli was adjudged the Player of the Match.
With this victory India now takes 1-0 lead in the three-match ODI

SRI LANKA - CYCLONE

Sri Lanka continues to grapple with one of its deadliest natural
disasters in recent years as the death toll from Cyclone Ditwah'’s aftermath
has risen to 334, with 370 people still missing, according to the Disaster
Management Center. Widespread floods and landslides continue to cut off
several districts. India has intensified rescue efforts under Operation Sagar
Bandhu, deploying helicopters and NDRF teams across the hardest-hit
regions. Stranded passengers were also airlifted yesterday bringing them
back to India. Meanwhile President Anura Kumara Dissanayake addressed
the nation and assured that the State of Emergency will be used to speed
up relief and recovery. The Sri Lankan forces and Indian forces continue to
carry out large-scale rescues, including 211 people airlifted near Mavil Aru
Tank, Kotmale rescue, and many others. More from our correspondent:

Rescue teams continue to battle difficult conditions across
Sri Lanka, where swollen rivers and unstable slopes pose fresh
dangers. Indian Air Force helicopters conducted sorties,
transporting the injured and delivering urgent supplies to isolated



communities. In addition, NDRF teams at Puttalam and Badulla

are trekking through inundated terrain as they continue their
rescue and relief operations to reach families trapped in remote
pockets. Meanwhile, local authorities warn of new landslide risks
as rains persis and river level rise. Emergency shelters are filling
up, with volunteers distributing food, medicine, and clean water.
The government says the priority now is locating the missing and
restoring access to areas still cut off by the disaster.Dr. Ahmed

Cyclone Ditwah has weakened into a deep depression and is located
at about 90 kms east of Cuddalore, 130 km northeast of Karaikal, 90 km
east of Puducherry and 140 km east of Chennai. The deep depression is
about 80 km from north Tamilnadu and Puducherry Coasts. It is very likely
to move nearly northwards parallel from North Tamilnadu to Pondicherry



coasts and weaken gradually further into a depression this morning. It will
be centered over South west Bay of Bengal within a minimum distance of
40 km and 20 km from North Tamilnadu- Puducherry Coastline. The
system is being monitored by the Doppler Weather Radars at Karaikal and
Chennai. Port Signal Caution number three has been hoisted at Chennai,
Ennore, Kattupalli, Puducherry, Cuddalore, Nagapattinam, Karaikal,
Pamban and Thoothukudi ports.
