Prime Minister Narendra Modi has called upon the States to
encourage manufacturing, boost ‘Ease of Doing Business’ and make India a
Global Services Giant. Mr Modi said that soon India would be launching the
National Manufacturing Mission (NMM) and every State must give this top
priority and create infrastructure to attract global companies. The Prime
Minister said this while addressing the fifth National Conference of Chief
Secretaries in New Delhi, which concluded yesterday. The three-day
Conference began on the 26th of this month on the theme of Human
Capital for Viksit Bharat. Highlighting India's demographic advantage, the
Prime Minister stated that nearly 70 percent of the population is in the
working-age group, creating a unique historical opportunity which, when
combined with economic progress, can significantly accelerate India's
journey towards Viksit Bharat. The Prime Minister said that India has
boarded the “Reform Express”, driven primarily by the strength of its
young population, and empowering this demographic remains the
government’s key priority.

Prime Minister remarked that the Conference is being held at a time
when the country is witnessing next-generation reforms and moving
steadily towards becoming a major global economic power. Noting that
Viksit Bharat is synonymous with quality and excellence, Mr Modi urged all



stakeholders to move beyond average outcomes. Emphasising quality in
governance, service delivery and manufacturing, the Prime Minister stated
that the label "Made in India' must become a symbol of excellence and
global competitiveness. In his address, the Prime Minister said that that
India must pursue self-reliance with zero defect in products and minimal
environmental impact, making the label 'Made in India' synonymous with
quality and strengthen the government's commitment to 'Zero Effect, Zero
Defect.” He urged the Centre and States to jointly identify 100 products for
domestic manufacturing to reduce import dependence and strengthen
economic resilience in line with the vision of Viksit Bharat. The Prime
Minister emphasised the need to map skill demand at the State and global
levels to better design skill development strategies.

For livelihoods of youth, he observed that tourism can play a huge
role. He urged the States to prepare a roadmap for creating at least one
global level tourist destination and nourishing an entire tourist ecosystem.
Mr Modi said that it is important to align the Indian national sports calendar
with the global sports calendar. He said, as India is working to host the
2036 Olympics, it needs to prepare infrastructure and sports ecosystem at
par with global standards. He observed that young kids should be
identified, nurtured and trained to compete at that time. He urged the
States that the next 10 years must be invested in them, only then will India
get desired results in such sports events.

Prime Minister also emphasized that as India aspires to be the food
basket of the world, there is a need to shift to high value agriculture, dairy,
fisheries, with a focus on exports. He urged the States to use Gyan
Bharatam Mission for digitization of manuscripts. He said that States may
start a Abhiyan to digitize such manuscripts available in States. Once these
manuscripts are digitized, Al can be used for synthesizing the wisdom and
knowledge available. The Prime Minister also said that all States and UTs
must prepare capacity building plan along with the Capacity Building
Commission.

In the conclusion, Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that every State
must create 10-year actionable plans based on the discussions of this
Conference with 1, 2, 5 and 10 year target timelines wherein technology
can be utilized for regular monitoring. The three-day Conference
emphasized on special themes which included Early Childhood Education;
Schooling; Skilling; Higher Education; and Sports and Extracurricular
Activities recognizing their role in building a resilient, inclusive and future-

TELANGANA - WINTER SESSION

The winter session of the Telangana State Legislature will begin
today. The house is likely to witness a detailed discussion on water-sharing
issues relating to Krishna and Godavari Rivers. Chief Minister A Revanth



Reddy has already said the river water sharing issues will be discussed
during the session.

Both the Legislative Assembly and Legislative Council are gearing up
for a high-decibel political showdown, with the session taking place after
the local body elections in the state. Opposition BRS president and Leader
of the Opposition, K Chandrashekhar Rao is expected to attend the
Assembly on the opening day. The BRS has drawn up an action plan to
mount a sustained offensive against the government, particularly on
irrigation, river water sharing, stalled projects and unfulfilled promises.

The ruling Congress has announced that the Assembly will discuss
irrigation projects in undivided Andhra Pradesh, works executed during the
BRS regime, post-bifurcation expenditures and initiatives taken over the
past two years among others. However, the Business Advisory Committees
(BACs) of both the houses are scheduled to meet in the afternoon to
finalise the duration and schedule for the session.

The BJP demanded a longer Session, for ensuring detailed discussion
on a wide range of public issues. Party State President N Ramachander Rao
following a meeting with party MLAs and MLCs said, BIP will raise a strong
voice against the alleged incompetent rule of the Congress and will expose
the failures of the government.

The gazette notifying the
extension by one month was issued by the Secretary to the President to
ensure “protection of public order and the maintenance of supplies and
services essential to the life of the community.” The emergency was
declared to coordinate all relief agencies, including the military, to deliver
rescue and relief assistance. Fifteen different services, including media,
were included as essential services under the emergency order.

VIKSIT BHARAT G RAM G ACT



The Viksit Bharat - Guarantee for Rozgar and Ajeevika Mission
(Gramin): Viksit Bharat - G RAM G Act is likely to make most of the states
net gainers of 17 thousand crore rupees as compared to the average
allocation of the last seven years. The Act has replaced the twenty-year-old
Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005.
According to a research report by the State Bank of India, (SBI), the act
will improve overall fund distribution to states.

The report highlighted that the restructuring of the earlier MGNREGA
through the Viksit Bharat G-RAM G framework seeks to integrate
transformative practices and strategies. The focus will be laid on
addressing challenges related to competitive project identification,
productive asset creation, enhanced income generation, and an efficient
monitoring mechanism. Authored by SBI Chief Economic Advisor Dr.
Soumya Kanti Ghosh, the report pointed out that Viksit Bharat - G RAM G
Act aims to address structural weaknesses while strengthening
employment generation, transparency, planning, and accountability at all
levels.

During the recently concluded winter session, the Parliament had
passed the Viksit Bharat-G RAM G bill. President Droupadi Murmu has also
given her assent to the Viksit Bharat-G RAM G Bill, 2025. The act
guarantees 125 days of wage employment per rural household from
previous 100 days.

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange
warning for dense to very dense fog conditions over Himachal Pradesh,
Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar till 31st of
this month. Dense fog conditions are likely to prevail today over Northeast
India, Uttarakhand, East Madhya Pradesh, Odisha, and Sub Himalayan
West Bengal. The Met department has also forecast cold wave conditions
for today in parts over Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Chhattisgarh, Madhya
Pradesh and Punjab. According to the Weather Agency Uttar Pradesh and
Uttarakhand are expected to experience a cold day today. IMD further
predicted thunderstorms and lightning over Andaman and Nicobar Island



during the next 2-3 days. Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR
deteriorated and was registered in the severe category this morning.
According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average Air Quality
Index (AQI) of the National Capital was recorded at 403 as of 6 AM today.

T-20 CRICKET

In Women's Cricket, India successfully defended a massive target of 222 to
clinch a 30-run victory over Sri Lanka in the fourth T20I of the five-match
series at Thiruvananthapuram last night, extending their unassailable lead
to 4-nil. Having already sealed the series, India produced another
dominant all-round performance, first piling up a mammoth 221 for 2 in
their 20 overs before restricting Sri Lanka to 191 for 6 in the stipulated
twenty overs. Smriti Mandhana scored 87 runs and was declared Player of
the Match. Mandhana also completed her 10,000 runs in women's
international cricket. The left-handed batter became the fourth woman
batter after Mithali Raj, Suzie Bates and Charlotte Edwards and the second
Indian after Mithali to achieve the 10,000-run milestone. The fifth and final
match of the series will be played tomorrow at the same venue.
