INDIA-AVIATION MARKET:
India stands proudly as the world’s third-largest domestic civil aviation
market, reflecting the rapid growth of the sector. Civil Aviation Secretary
Samir Kumar Sinha said that the country’s aircraft fleet has more than
doubled from 395 in 2014 to 844 by 2025. He was speaking at a seminar
organised by the Directorate General of Civil Aviation under the Ministry of
Civil Aviation. He said that over the past decade, passenger traffic within the
country has grown at an impressive average rate of 9 per cent annually, while
cargo volumes have risen by 2.9 per cent. Mr. Sinha underscored that safety
is not a fixed destination but an ongoing journey demanding vigilance,
compliance, and accountability. Through examples, he illustrated critical
safety concerns, which resonated strongly with the audience and reinforced
the collective responsibility of maintaining a secure aviation environment.
Director General of DGCA, Faiz Ahmed Kidwai, reaffirmed the regulator’s
commitment to proactive safety oversight and global alignment. He outlined
key initiatives including the implementation of the Bharatiya Vayuyan
Adhiniyam, 2024, State Safety Programme and the National Aviation Safety
Plan. The event featured three technical sessions addressing safety
challenges namely Runway Incursion, Positive Safety Culture in Aviation and
Maintenance Error. Each session brought together experts from both
regulatory and industry domains to discuss root causes, share best practices
and proposed mitigation strategies. The emphasis was placed on the
importance of a proactive, risk-based approach to safety management,
supported by continuous learning and cross-sector collaboration.



TEXTILES TRA:

The first Coordination Committee meeting of the Textile Research Association
(TRA) is being held in New Delhi today. Talking to media ahead of meeting,
Union Textiles Minister Giriraj Singh said the meeting is being attended by
nine institutes that work for textile research. He added that under Prime
Minister Narendra Modi's leadership, natural priority is being given to textiles.
The Minister also underlined the priority being given to technology by the
government for which research is essential.

IMD-WEATHER:

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast dense to very dense
fog conditions over Bihar, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Madhya Pradesh,
Uttar Pradesh and Uttarakhand today. The Met Department has said, dense
fog conditions are likely to prevail over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam,
Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh, Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram, Tripura, Odisha, Punjab, West Bengal and Sikkim. IMD has also
predicted cold wave conditions over Interior Karnataka and Telangana.

Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR continues to remain in the very
poor category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average
Air Quality Index (AQI) of the National Capital was recorded at 380 as of 7 AM
today.

CIVIL AVIATION MINISTRY-FOG:

The Ministry of Civil Aviation has directed all airlines to strictly comply with
passenger facilitation norms in view of prevailing fog and low-visibility
conditions affecting flight operations. The Ministry said that airlines have
been instructed to ensure timely and accurate flight information, provide
meals and refreshments during extended delays, and facilitate rebooking or
refunds in case of cancellations. The Ministry also directed the airlines to
ensure no denial of boarding after timely check-in and provide special
support for persons with disabilities. The Ministry further said that the
Directorate General of Civil Aviation has been tasked with close monitoring to
ensure uniform implementation of these directions. The Ministry added that
passenger safety and convenience remain its top priority.

ASSAM — ELEPHANT:

In Assam, seven elephants were killed, and one was injured after a herd of
jumbos was hit by the Sairang-New Delhi Rajdhani Express in Hojai district
early this morning. Officials said, five coaches and the train’s engine were
also derailed. No passengers were injured in the accident, which occurred at
2.17 am. Nagaon divisional forest officer Suhash Kadam said that the
accident in Changjurai village is suspected to have occurred due to heavy fog
in the area. NFR chief spokesperson Kapinjal Kishore Sharma said the
accident took place in the Jamunamukh- Kampur section under the Lumding
division. The area is about 126 km from Guwahati. He claimed that the
accident took place at a location which is not a designated elephant corridor.
Mr Sharma said accident relief trains, along with top officials from the
divisional headquarters, have already reached the site. The Sairang-New
Delhi Rajdhani Express connects Mizoram's Sairang (near Aizawl) to the
Anand Vihar Terminal in Delhi.

In the Under-19 Asia Cup Cricket, India registered a commanding
eight-wicket win over Sri Lanka in the semi-final in Dubai last evening to set
up the title clash with Pakistan. Put in to bat, Sri Lanka were restricted to 138
for 8 by India in the rain-hit match reduced to 20 overs per side after heavy
