ASSEMBLY

The Telangana State Assembly has approved the Telangana GST
(Amendment) Bill 2026 amidst uproarious scenes last evening. The
MIM legislators staged a walkout protesting the bill while the BJP
members tried to march to the well of the house demanding an
opportunity to reply to the allegations levelled by the MIM against the
Centre. Introducing the Bill on behalf of Chief Minister A. Revanth
Reddy, Excise and Prohibition minister J. Krishna Rao said the
amendment was a “technical updation” mandated by the Centre,
despite the state was losing revenues over ethanol blending in petrol.



MIM Floor Leader Akbaruddin Owaisi alleged that the Centre is pushing
Telangana

into a debt trap under the pretext of ‘one nation, one tax’ and smaller
states are suffering. The MIM oppose the bill. BJP legislators Payal
Shankar and others said the GST reforms had rationalised taxes and
made four-wheelers more affordable for the middle class. They alleged
that the MIM misleading the House, prompting sharp exchanges. On
Speaker’s panel member R. Prakash Reddy denying microphones to
protesting BJP MLAs, lead to uproar and they tried to march to the well
of the House. Amid din the house passed the bill.

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GERMAN CHANCELLOR VISIT

The two
leaders will take stock of the progress made in diverse aspects of the India-Germany Strategic
Partnership, which completed 25 years last year. The discussion will also focus on further
intensifying cooperation in trade and investment, technology, education, skilling and mobility,
while also advancing collaboration in important domains of defence and security, science,
innovation and research, green and sustainable development, and people-to-people relations.

Prime Minister Modi and Chancellor Merz will also engage with business and industry
leaders and exchange views on issues of regional and global importance.

The visit will build on the momentum generated by regular interactions at the highest
political level. It will provide an opportunity to reaffirm the shared vision of India and Germany to
build a forward-looking partnership for the benefit of the people of both countries and the wider
global community.

The India Meteorological Department, IMD, has issued an orange warning for dense to very dense
fog conditions in Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh for next two to three days. Similar
conditions are likely to prevail over Punjab, Chandigarh and Haryana. According to IMD, dense fog
conditions are expected over Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Rajasthan, West Uttar Pradesh,
Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Odisha, Sub Himalayan West Bengal and North East States till Friday. The Met
Department has predicted cold wave conditions over Chhattisgarh, East Rajasthan, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Delhi, Jharkhand and Punjab till 8th of this month. The weather agency has said that
cold day conditions are expected over Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and West Bengal and
Sikkim during the next two days. Talking exclusively to Akashvani News, IMD senior scientist, Dr
R K Jenamani said that the fog conditions have improved over Punjab, Chandigarh, Haryana and
Delhi. He added that both Palam and Safdarganj Airports reported very good visibility.

In Under-19 Cricket, India defeated hosts South Africa by 8 wickets
through DLS method in the second Youth ODI of the three-match series at
the Willowmoore Park in Benoni. With this win, Indian team has clinched the
series 2-0. India comfortably surpassed the revised target of 174 runs scoring
176 for two wickets in 23.3 overs. The match was reduced to 27 overs due to
lightning and the target was revised to 174 runs from 246. Earlier, South
Africa were all out for 245 runs in 49.3 overs. The hosts won the toss and
elected to bat first. India had defeated South Africa by 25 runs under the
Duckworth-Lewis-Stern (DLS) method in the opening match of the series on
Saturday. The series is being seen as an ideal preparation for both teams
ahead of the ICC Under-19 World Cup, scheduled to begin on 15th of this
month.
