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FUR REV PM-GUJARAT CONFERENCE

He said
India is on track to become the world’s third-largest economy, supported
by an industry-ready workforce and next-generation reforms in sectors

The conference is the second of four Vibrant Gujarat regional events
aimed at decentralising industrial growth across the Saurashtra and Kutch
regions. It is aimed at boosting investment, innovation and growth in
twelve western districts of Saurashtra and Kutch.

On the occasion, the Prime Minister virtually launched 13 greenfield
smart industrial estates across seven districts of Saurashtra and
inaugurated a  specialised medical device park in  Rajkot.

Prominent industry leaders including Mukesh Ambani, Karan
Adani, BK Goenka, participated in the inaugural ceremony.

Speaking on the occasion, Indian billionaire businessman and
Chairman and Managing Director of Reliance Industries Limited, Mukesh
Ambani, expressed gratitude on being part of Summit, marking 20
successful years of Vibrant Gujarat in Gandhinagar.

Indian billionaire businessman and the founder and chairman of
Welspun World, Balkrishan Gopiram Goenka highlighted that Kutch will be
known for housing the world's largest home textile company.

More than 400
exhibitors have gathered in the city to present their cutting-edge
capabilities across a diverse range of sectors, including agriculture, food
processing, fisheries, and defense, as well as energy, petrochemicals, and



logistics with prominent participation from major corporates such as
Torrent Power Limited, Cosol, Adani Green, and the Essar Group, alongside
Nayara Energy and Jyoti CNC.

In the morning, Prime Minister Modi took part in the historic Somnath
Swabhiman Parv, celebrating the enduring spirit of the Somnath Temple, at
coastal town of Prabhas Patan in Gir Somnath district. The event marked
one thousand years since the first attack on the Somnath Temple in 1026
AD by Mahmud of Ghazni. Mr Modi led the grand 'Shaurya Yatra,' on the
occasion. The ceremonial procession of 108 horses was organized to honor
the countless warriors who defended the Somnath Temple over centuries.
Thousands of devotees from across the country took part in the
procession.

GERMAN CHANCELLOR VISIT

German Chancellor Friedrich Merz will be on a two day visit to India
from tomorow. This will be Chancellor Merz’s first official visit to India.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will receive the German Chancellor tomorrow
in Ahmedabad. The two leaders will take stock of the progress made in
diverse aspects of the India-Germany Strategic Partnership, which
completed 25 years last year. External Affairs Ministry said, the discussion
will also focus on further intensifying cooperation in trade and investment,
technology, education, skilling and mobility. Talks will also focus on
advancing collaboration in important domains of defence and security,
science, innovation and research, green and sustainable development, and



people-to-people relations.

Prime Minister Modi and Chancellor Merz will also engage with
business and industry leaders and exchange views on issues of regional
and global importance.

The German Chancellor will visit Sabarmati Ashram and Adalaj
Stepwell and will participate in the Kite Festival.

Mr Merz will also visit Bengaluru where he will visit the Bosch Campus
and Centre for Nano Science and Engineering.

The External Affairs Ministry said, the visit will build on the
momentum generated by regular interactions at the highest political level.
It will provide a valuable opportunity to reaffirm the shared vision of India
and Germany to build a forward-looking partnership for the benefit of the
people of both countries and the wider global community.

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ISRO-PSLV-C62

The Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) will launch PSLV-C62 /
EOS-N1 mission at 10:17 AM IST from the First Launch Pad at Satish
Dhawan Space Centre, Sriharikota. This mission will mark the 64th flight of
PSLV, India's most reliable and successful launch vehicle. The mission is
being carried out by NewSpace India Limited (NSIL) and represents the
ninth dedicated commercial mission to build and launch an Earth
Observation satellite. Along with the primary payload EOS-N1, the rocket
will also deploy 15 co-passenger satellites from both Indian and
international customers. The launch will use the PSLV-DL variant, which is
equipped with two solid strap-on motors, enabling the vehicle to carry
multiple satellites to precise orbits. A special highlight of this mission is the
demonstration of the Kestrel Initial Technology Demonstrator (KID),
developed by a Spanish startup. KID is a small-scale prototype of a future
re-entry vehicle. It will be the final payload deployed and is expected to re-



enter the Earth's atmosphere before making a controlled splashdown in the
South Pacific Ocean. This experiment is an important step toward
advanced space transportation and reusable vehicle technologies.

CRICKET ODI

In Men’s cricket, hosts India defeated New Zealand by four wickets in
the first ODI of the three-match series at Vadodara, Gujarat last night.
Chasing a target of 301 runs, India overhauled the score, posting 306 for
the loss of six wickets in 49 overs. After the early dismissal of captain Rohit
Sharma for 26, Virat Kohli and Shubman Gill steadied the innings with a
crucial 118-run partnership for the second wicket. Gill scored 56 off 71
balls, while Kohli anchored the chase with a fine 93 off 91 balls.

During his knock, Kohli became the fastest player to reach 28
thousand international runs, surpassing Sachin Tendulkar’s record. He also
overtook Sri Lanka's Kumar Sangakkara to become the second-highest run-
scorer in international cricket across all formats.

Earlier, put in to bat, New Zealand, posted 300 runs for loss of eight
wickets in their stipulated 50 overs. Daryl Mitchell with 84 runs was the
highest scorer while Henry Nicholls contributed 62 runs. For India,
Mohammed Siraj, Harshit Rana, and Prasidh Krishna claimed two wickets
each, with Kuldeep Yadav took one wicket.

The second ODI will be played in Rajkot on Wednesday, while the
third and final match is scheduled for 18th of January in Indore.
