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REV. EVE PM ASSAM VISIT:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that the Bodo Peace Accord benefited the
Community immensely and thousands of youths have given up arms and
violence and they have joined the mainstream. The Prime Minister Attended the
Bagurumba Dwhou 2026, Traditional Bodo Cultural Programme at Arjun
Bhogeswar Baruah Sports Complex in Guwahati today. On this occasion, more
than 10,000 artists from the Bodo community performed Bagurumba dance.
Addressing gathering, the Prime Minister highlighted the unprecedented
development in the Bodoland Territorial Region (BTR) since the peace accord,
backed by a 1,500 crore rupees package from the central government. Mr. Modi
said that the BJP-led government respects all culture and traditions of the State
and his government has fulfilled all the commitments made for the State. The
Prime Minister is on a two-day long visit to Assam. Tomorrow, he will lay the
foundation stone of a development project and will flag off two trains. yesterday
evening Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi attended Bagurumba dance
performance in Guwahati where over 10,000 artists from the Bodo community
performed. today, the Prime Minister will perform Bhoomi Pujan for the
Kaziranga Elevated Corridor Project worth over Rs. 6,950 crore at Kaliabor in
Nagaon district at around 11 am. The elevated wildlife corridor will ensure



uninterrupted movement of animals, reduce human-wildlife conflict. It will also
enhance road safety, reduce travel time and support growing passenger and
freight traffic. During the programme, the Prime Minister will also flag off 2 New
Amrit Bharat Express trains - Kamakhya-Rohtak Amrit Bharat Express and
Dibrugarh-Gomti Nagar Amrit Bharat Express. = The Prime Minister will also
address a public meeting at Kaliabor before concluding his Assam visit.

CHHATTISGARH-BIJAPUR ENCOUNTER:

In Chhattisgarh, the number of Maoists killed in an encounter with security
forces in Bijapur district has risen to four. Among the deceased is a woman
Maoist. Security forces have also recovered two rifles, including an AK-47, from
the encounter site. Bijapur Superintendent of Police, Dr. Jitendra Yadav, said that
a joint team of the District Reserve Guard, COBRA Battalion and Special Task
Force launched a search operation after receiving intelligence inputs about the
presence of Maoists in the forested and hilly areas of the north-western part of
the district. Intermittent firing between the security forces and the Maoists had
been continuing since this morning. By noon, the bodies of two Maoists were
recovered from the spot, followed by the recovery of two more bodies later. With
this, four Maoists have so far been killed in the encounter.

EVE. IMD-WEATHER:

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange alert for dense to
very dense fog over Uttar Pradesh tomorrow. The weather agency also forecast
dense fog conditions at isolated places over Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Punjab,
and Bihar for the next two to three days. Similar conditions are likely to prevail
over Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Uttarakhand, West Bengal and Sikkim till
tomorrow. IMD has said that cold wave conditions are expected in East Madhya
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh and Odisha tomorrow. The Met Department further
predicted a gradual rise in minimum temperatures by about 2 degree Celsius
over northwest and central India during the next two days.

PAKISTAN-BLASPHEMY LAWS:

The abuse of blasphemy laws in Pakistan and the politicisation of Islamophobia
in Western democracies reflect a shared strategy designed to silence criticism,
safeguard extremist ideologies, and deflect accountability, according to a report.
It added that both mechanisms undermine public understanding of religion and
fuel social polarisation, while the actual perpetrators of violence weaponise faith
to pursue their agendas. The report published in Pakistan Christian Post said,



radical extremist groups have increasingly found ways to exploit both legal
frameworks and social narratives to protect violent ideologies and evade
scrutiny. The report stressed that blasphemy allegations in Pakistan
disproportionately affect religious minorities. It added that in western countries,
the term Islamophobia is sometimes politicised to shield extremist actors from
criticism and accountability.

REV. WPL-CRICKET RESULT:

In Women's Premier League (WPL) Cricket, UP Warriorz defeated Mumbai
Indians by 22 runs at Dr. DY Patil Sports Academy in Navi Mumbai. Chasing a
target of 188 runs, Mumbai Indians could manage only 165 for six in stipulated
20 overs. Earlier, Put into bat, UP Warriorz had scored 187 for eight wickets in
stipulated 20 overs. Mumbai Indians won the toss and opted to bowl first. In
another match today, Delhi Capitals have set a target of 167 runs for Royal
Challengers Bengaluru at the same venue. Delhi Capitals were all out for 166 in
20 overs.
