CHOUHAN - RICE PRODUCTION 

 India has become the world's largest producer of rice, surpassing 
China. This was stated by Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan 
in New Delhi yesterday. He said, India's rice production has reached 
150.18 million tonnes, compared to China's 145.28 million tonnes. Mr 
Chouhan said, India is now supplying rice in overseas markets.  

 The minister unveiled 184 improved varieties of 25 field crops 
developed by Indian Council of Agricultural Research at an event held in 
the national capital. The 184 released varieties include 122 cereals, 6 
pulses, 13 oilseeds, 11 fodder crops, 6 sugarcane, 24 cotton, and one each 
of jute and tobacco. 

 Addressing the event, Mr Chouhan said the country has achieved 
great success in the development of high-yielding seeds. Agriculture 
Minister also directed officials to ensure that these new varieties reach 
farmers quickly. Elaborating on 184 advanced varieties, the minister said 
that farmers will be benefited as they will help in achieving higher yields 
and better quality of produce. He emphasised the need to ensure that 
high-quality seeds reach every farmer's field. The minister also asked farm 
scientists to focus on increasing the production of pulses and oilseeds to 
make India self-sufficient. 

 Mr Chouhan said that the country has entered a new era of 
agricultural revolution on the strength of the development of high-yielding 
and climate-resilient seeds. The Union minister said that this achievement 
is the result of the collective efforts of the ICAR's All India Coordinated 
Projects on crops, state and central agricultural universities, and private 
seed companies.

 India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange 
warning for dense to very dense fog over Delhi, Chandigarh, East Uttar 
Pradesh, Haryana, Madhya Pradesh, Odisha and Punjab till tomorrow. The 
Met department has forecast dense fog over parts of Gangetic West 
Bengal, North-East India, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal and Jharkhand 
during the next two days. Similar conditions are likely to prevail over 
Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand till the 9th of this month. The weather 
agency has also predicted cold wave conditions over Delhi, Punjab, 
Haryana, Chandigarh, Jharkhand and Rajasthan during the next three 
days. IMD has forecast cold day conditions over Bihar and Uttarakhand for 
today.  
 Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR continues to be in the poor 
category. According to the Central Pollution Control Board, the average Air 
Quality Index (AQI) of the National Capital was recorded at 266 as of 7 AM 
today.

JHARKHAND-SCHOOLS 

 In Jharkhand, schools in Ranchi and Jamshedpur will remain closed 
till tomorrow in view of the prevailing cold wave conditions. The decision to 
suspend classes from kindergarten to class 12 was taken following a 
special bulletin issued by India Meteorological Department (IMD), which 
warned of severe cold and cold wave conditions in several parts of the 
state. Ranchi has been placed under a ‘yellow’ alert until further orders. 
However, if any school has examinations scheduled during this period, they 
have been given the discretion to conduct it. Classes for students of class 
10 and class 12 may be held at the discretion of the respective school 
authorities. Tomorrow, government schools will reopen for teachers, who 
are required to attend schools, mark attendance on the eVV system and 
carry out non-academic work.
