AP-CM DAVOS

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu met UAE Minister of
Economy and Tourism Abdullah bin Touq Al Marri at the World Economic Forum summit
in Davos today. During the meeting, Mr. Naidu outlined investment opportunities in
food security, logistics, port-based industries, renewable energy, urban development,
tourism and infrastructure. The talks focused on strengthening economic ties between
Andhra Pradesh and the UAE. Al Marri agreed to work with Andhra Pradesh in the food
processing sector through the Dubai Food Cluster. The two sides discussed a proposal
by the Sharaf Group to set up a multi-modal logistics park in Andhra Pradesh.

AIIMS - ROBOTIC SURGERY

All India Institute of Medical Sciences AIIMS New Delhi has said that in the last
13 months, the Department of Surgical Disciplines at the institute has performed more
than one thousand robotic surgeries, marking a significant advancement in surgical care
in the country. Addressing a press conference today, the Head of the Department of
Surgical Disciplines, Professor Sunil Chumber said robotic surgery has led to a 50 per
cent reduction in post-operative pain compared to traditional open surgeries. He added
that patients undergoing robotic procedures also experienced 30 per cent shorter
hospital stays, resulting in reduced healthcare costs. According to him, there has also
been a 40 per cent reduction in surgical site infections due to the use of minimal
incisions. Talking exclusively to Akashvani, Professor Chumber underscored AIIMS'
commitment to enhancing patient care. He said that robotic surgery enables surgeons
to carry out complex procedures with unmatched precision and accuracy, while also
ensuring that the institution keeps pace with global advancements in medical
technology.

Meanwhile, Professor Chumber said that the successful installation of the robotic
surgical system has opened new avenues for training young doctors. He said that
resident doctors are getting ample opportunities to receive hands-on training in robotic
surgery during their residency period. He added that the postgraduate training
curriculum in robotic surgery at AIIMS is on par with that of renowned medical
institutes across the world.

J&K- TERRORIST



In Jammu and Kashmir, several persons were detained for questioning as a
massive search operation to flush out terrorists entered the third day in the upper
reaches of Kishtwar district today. Security forces are trying to identify the overground
workers who assisted the terrorists in procuring and transporting large quantities of
rations and other supplies, which were enough to provide sustenance for at least four
persons during the winter months. Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that the
operation was launched in Sonnar village near Mandral-Singhpora in the Chatroo belt on
Sunday, leading to a gunfight that left one paratrooper dead and seven others injured,
primarily due to splinter injuries caused by a sudden grenade attack from the hiding
terrorists. The terrorists escaped deep into the forest area, but their well-fortified
hideout, packed with a large quantity of winter stock was busted. Meanwhile, a solemn
wreath-laying ceremony was held in Jammu in the morning today to pay tributes to the
slain Special Force Commando, Havildar Gajendra Singh and later, the mortal remains
of the deceased were dispatched to his hometown in Uttarakhand for the last rites.
