IMD- WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall and
thunderstorms in places over Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit, Baltistan, and
Muzaffarabad tomorrow. The Met department predicted thunderstorms
accompanied with lightning and gusty winds over Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and
Kashmir, Ladakh, Punjab and Rajasthan till tomorrow. IMD said that similar
conditions will prevail over Gujarat, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Karaikal for the
next two days. The weather agency has forecast dense fog over Sub Himalayan
West Bengal and Sikkim for 24th of this month. According to the Met Department,
there will be a rise in minimum temperatures by two to three degree Celsius over
parts of Central India during the next 2 days.

MEA EMBASSY

India has condemned the incident of trespassing and vandalism at its
Embassy in Zagreb, Croatia by anti-India elements. External Affairs Ministry said in
a statement that under the Vienna Convention, diplomatic premises are inviolable
and must be protected. It has taken up the matter strongly with Croatian
authorities, both in New Delhi and in Zagreb and asked them to hold the
perpetrators accountable for their reprehensible and illegal actions. The Ministry
stated that such actions also speak of the character and motives of those behind
them, and law enforcement authorities everywhere must take note of them.



PM-KERALA
