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GDP-GROWTH 
 
 The real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) has been estimated to grow 
by 7.4 per cent in 2025-26 against the growth rate of 6.5 per cent during 
the last fiscal year. As per the first advance estimates of GDP for the 
current financial year, the real GDP is estimated to attain a level of over 
201 lakh crore rupees in the current financial year, against the provisional 
estimates of GDP for 2024-25 of over 187 lakh crore rupees.  
 The Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation said, the 
buoyant growth in services sector has been found to be a major driver in 
the estimated real growth. The Ministry said, trade, hotels, transport, 
communication and services related to broadcasting sector has been 
estimated to grow by 7.5 per cent during this fiscal. The manufacturing 
and construction in the secondary sector has been estimated to achieve a 
growth rate of seven per cent.

CHHATTISGARH NAXALS 
 In Chhattisgarh's Sukma district, 26 Naxalites surrendered today, 
including 13 who were carrying a collective bounty of 65 lakh rupees. 
According to the Superintendent of Police Kiran Chavan, the cadres, 
including seven women, turned themselves in before senior police and 
CRPF officials, under the Poona Margem rehabilitation initiative. Chavan 
added they were active in the People's Liberation Guerrilla Army (PLGA) 
battalion, South Bastar division, Maad division and Andhra Odisha Border 
division of Maoists and were involved in several incidents of violence in 
Abujhmad, Sukma in Chhattisgarh and bordering areas of Odisha. The 
cadres said they were also impressed by the state government's surrender 
and rehabilitation policy of the state government. All the surrendered 
Naxalites were provided an assistance of Rs 50,000 each and will be 
further rehabilitated as per the government's policy.

IMD - COLD WAVE 
 The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast cold wave 
conditions over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Odisha and Rajasthan over 
the next two days. It has also predicted cold wave conditions over Madhya 
Pradesh, Jharkhand, Vidarbha and Chhattisgarh for tomorrow. IMD has 
forecast gradual fall in minimum temperatures by 2 to 3 degree Celsius 
over Delhi, Punjab, Haryana and Chandigarh during the next 24 hours.   
 The weather agency has forecast dense to very dense fog in Punjab, 
Haryana, Chandigarh and Uttar Pradesh during the next two days. The 
dense fog is also expected over Jammu-Kashmir, Ladakh, Himachal 
Pradesh, West Bengal, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Uttrakhand and the north-
eastern parts of the country. 
 Meanwhile, dense fog conditions have disrupted train services in 
several parts of the country. According to Northern Railways, more than 50 
Delhi-bound trains are running late due to low visibility conditions in the 
morning.

 India Energy Week 2026 will be organised in Goa from 27th of this 
month.
