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SHAH-MEETING

Home Minister Amit Shah has said that three new criminal
laws will ensure time-bound justice from the Sessions Court to
the Supreme Court by 2029. He made these remarks while
chairing a Parliamentary Consultative Committee meeting of the
Ministry of Home Affairs at Sri Vijaya Puram in the Andaman and
Nicobar Islands yesterday. Mr Shah highlighted that the new
criminal laws are accelerating investigations and increasing the
conviction rate. He said Home Ministry has held 12 meetings of
the Parliamentary Consultative Committee since 2019, which have
yielded positive results. Mr Shah further noted that in 2021 there
were no mobile forensic labs in the country, whereas today the
number has reached 1,000. He also mentioned that an
investment of 30 thousand crore rupees will be made over the
next five years to establish a network of forensic labs across the
country. The Minister added that by 2029, every state in the
country will have a forensic university or a Central Forensic
Laboratory.

TELANGANA — 4 BILLS PASSED:

The Telangana Legislative Assembly has unanimously passed four Bills,
including the Telangana Panchayat Raj (Amendment) Bill, 2026, which
abolishes the long standing “two child norm” that barred candidates
with more than two children from contesting local body elections.
Introducing the Bill, State Panchayat Raj minister Anasuya Seethakka
recalled that the restriction was enacted in 1994 to tackle population
surge concerns of the 1980s and 1990s, like threats to food security,
jobs and poverty reduction. The minister noted that the total fertility
rate in rural Telangana has now declined to 1.7 children per woman —
and maintaining the current fertility rate of 1.7 may adversely affect the
State’s demographic dividend in the future. The Assembly also passed
the Telangana Panchayat Raj (Second Amendment) Bill, 2026, renaming
‘Jaintirumalapoor’ in Wanaparthy mandal as ‘Jayanna Tirumalapur’.
Two other Bills introduced by Deputy Chief Minister Bhatti Vikramarka,
the Telangana (Regulation of Appointments to Public Services and
Rationalisation of Staff Pattern and Pay Structure) (Amendment) Bill,
2026, and its second amendment, were also passed unanimously.

Telangana —-seeks Centre clearances for Palamuru-Rangareddy Lift
Irrigation:

Telangana State Legislative Assembly has passed a unanimous
resolution pressing the Centre for immediate clearances for the



Palamuru-Rangareddy Lift Irrigation project to solve acute drought in
Mahabubnagar and escalating costs caused by prolonged delays. The
resolution also sought to correct the alleged historic wrongs, and to get
the due share in River Krishna water for Telangana state. The House
also resolved that no permissions should be granted for Andhra
Pradesh’s proposed Polavaram-Banakacherla project and
Nallamalasagar link project until all inter-state water disputes are fully
resolved. Telangana Chief Minister Revanth Reddy has assured the
Assembly that Palamuru-Rangareddy Lift Irrigation Project will be

completed in 3 years and vowed that no injustice will be allowed to
happen to the state share in Krishna River water.

The Chief Minister was replying to a short duration discussion held on
Krishna River water in the State Legislative Assembly late last night.
Emphasising that regional interest overrides political loyalty, he alleged
former chief minister K. Chandrashekar Rao of weakening Telangana’s
water rights. He alleged that the groundwork for the controversial

Godavari—Banakacherla diversion was laid in 2016 during the previous

government, claiming that an admission about surplus waters in River
Godavari at a Jal Shakti meeting encouraged the Andhra Pradesh
government to pursue the Banakacherla plan. He further charged that

Mr Rao agreed to cap Telangana’s share at 299 TMC while allowing

Andhra Pradesh to draw 512 TMC, a decision he said gravely

disadvantaged the state. Earlier, State Irrigation Minister Uttam Kumar
Reddy presented a detailed report over Krishna Water with the help of
a powerpoint presentation in the house. ----- MSL

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued orange
alert for dense to very dense fog conditions in Delhi, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Punjab, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and Odisha for the next
two days. The Met Department has forecast dense fog conditions
over Jammu-Kashmir, Ladakh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand,
Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, West Bengal, Madhya
Pradesh and north-eastern parts of the country tomorrow. Due to
dense fog conditions in the national capital and NCR region today
several flights experienced disruptions. Talking to Akashvani
News, an official from Delhi Airport said that 72 flights were
cancelled due to low visibility at Indira Gandhi International
Airport. Meanwhile, the air quality in Delhi-NCR has been
registered in the poor category. According to the Central Pollution
Control Board, the average Air Quality Index (AQI) of the National
Capital was recorded at 275 as of 8 PM today.
