In Men’s Cricket, India defeated New Zealand by 48 runs in the first
T-20 of the five match series at Vidarbha Cricket Association Stadium in
Nagpur last night. With this win, the Men in Blue took a 1-0 lead in the
five-match T20I series against the Black Caps. Chasing a target of 239 runs
set by India, New Zealand could score only 190 for seven wickets in the
stipulated twenty overs. Glenn Phillips with 78 in 40 balls was the highest
scorer for visitors. For hosts, Varun Chakaravarthy and Shivam Dube took
wickets each while Arshdeep Singh, Hardik Pandya and Axar Patel claimed
a wicket each. Earlier, visitors won the toss and opted to field first. After
being asked to bat first, a blistering knock by opener Abhishek Sharma who
made 84 runs and valuable contributions from Hardik Pandya, Rinku Singh
and captain Suryakumar Yadav guided Team India to a daunting 238 for
the loss of seven wickets in 20 overs. Abhishek Sharma was declared
Player of the Match. For visitors, Jacob Duffy and Kyle Jamieson scalped
two wickets each, while Kristian Clarke, Ish Sodhi and Mitchell Santner took
a wicket each. The second T-20 of five match series to be played at
Shaheed Veer Narayan Singh International Stadium, Raipur tomorrow. The
match will start at 7 PM.

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FUR REV.VAISHNAW-WEF

Electronics and Information Technology Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw
has said that India is working on all five layers of the Artificial Intelligence
Al architecture, application, model, chip, infra and energy. Addressing a
session at World Economic Forum in Davos today, Mr Vaishnaw said, India
is building the foundation for global Al services.

The Minister firmly rejected the International Monetary Fund Chief’s
remark calling India a second-tier Al power. Citing Stanford rankings, he
said India stands third globally in Al preparedness.

Mr Vaishnaw said that an investment worth 70 billion US dollars is
confirmed in Al infrastructure. He said that in the next 12 months another
investment of 50 billion US dollars is expected. Mr Vaishnaw said that
through the India Al Impact summit which is scheduled for next month,
the country will make sure that technology is not only accessible to India
but to the global south as well.

The Minister noted that India now has nearly 2 lakh startups and is
among the top three startup ecosystems globally. He mentioned that there
has been a fundamental shift over the last decade, with a growing focus on
deep tech. He expressed confidence that India will be among the top four
or five semiconductor nations globally. Mr Vaishnaw outlined India’s
semiconductor strategy, noting that nearly 75 percent of global chip
volume lies in the 28 to 90 nanometer range, covering applications such as
electric vehicles, automobiles, railways, defence systems, telecom
equipment and a large share of consumer electronics. He said India has a
clearly mapped path to have 7 nanometer technologies by 2030.

Mr Vaishnaw met IBM CEO Arvind Krishna and Meta Chief Global
Affairs Officer Joel Kaplan at the World Economic Forum (WEF) in Davos
today. In a social media post, the Minister said that the world looks at
India as a key driver of global innovation.
