Prime Minister Narendra Modi today laid the foundation stone of
Kaziranga Elevated Corridor Project, worth over six thousand 950 crore
rupees at Kaliabor, Nagaon district in Assam. The 86 kilometres long
elevated corridor project is an environmentally conscious National Highway
project.

He
added that UNESCO has recognised Kaziranga as a World Heritage Site. PM
Modi highlighted that in recent years, the number of tourists in Kaziranga
has been increasing steadily.

The Met
Department has forecast dense fog conditions at isolated places over the
parts of Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Punjab, and Bihar for next two to
three days. Similar conditions are likely to prevail over Jammu and
Kashmir, Ladakh, Uttarakhand, Sikkim and West Bengal till tomorrow.
