 Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal today highlighted that 
India-EU Free Trade Pact covers one-third of the world population and 
impacts 25 percent of global GDP. Addressing the World Forum of 
Accountants in Greater Noida, the Minister said highlighted the vast potential 
of the European market.

He said, complete 
negligence on the part of the administration and the owner of the
