MURUGAN- UNION BUDGET 
 Union Minister of State for Information and Broadcasting and 
Parliamentary Affairs Dr. L. Murugan has said that the Union Budget 2026-
27 focuses on increasing the country’s GDP, enhancing quality production, 
strengthening infrastructure, uplifting the poor and marginalized, 
empowering youth, and promoting women-led development. Addressing a 
press conference in Puducherry, he said that the Budget places youth at its 
core and aims to harness their contribution in taking the nation to the next 
level of growth. 
 Highlighting the benefits of the Budget, the Minister said the Bio-
Pharma Shakti scheme with an allocation of 10,000 crore rupees will 
benefit Puducherry, which is known for large-scale production of generic 
medicines. Dr. Murugan said initiatives such as Semiconductor Mission 2.0 
and the Electronics Components Manufacturing Scheme will also benefit 
the Union Territory by generating employment and creating a favourable 
industrial ecosystem. 
 Referring to coastal and maritime development, the Minister said the 
Budget gives priority to ports, logistics, and the blue economy through the 
Coastal Cargo Promotion Scheme. He said the scheme will strengthen 
coastal shipping, integrate ports with rail and road connectivity, promote 
shipbuilding, and enhance export potential in coastal regions, including 
Puducherry. Touching upon fisheries, Dr. Murugan said the Budget 
provides focused support for marine and inland fisheries through 
infrastructure development and livelihood support for fishermen. 
 The Minister also said that the Budget promotes skill development in 
emerging sectors such as caregiving, hospitality, tourism, and the AVGC 
sector, creating global employment opportunities for youth.  He added that 
the National Destination Digital Knowledge Grid proposed in the Budget will 
digitally integrate heritage sites, including temples in Puducherry and 
Karaikal.

CHHATTISGARH-SURRENDER 

 In Chhattisgarh, a total of fifty-one Maoists surrendered today in 

Bijapur and Sukma districts of the Bastar division. A reward of one crore 

sixty-one lakh rupees had been announced on these Maoists. In Bijapur 

district, thirty Maoist cadres renounced the path of violence and decided to 

return to the mainstream of society. Twenty women Maoists are among 

those who surrendered. A reward of eighty-five lakh rupees had been 

declared on them. They surrendered before senior officials of the police 



and the CRPF. 

 Meanwhile, in Sukma district, twenty-one Maoists surrendered today. 

A reward of seventy-six lakh rupees had been announced on them. During 

the surrender, the Maoists handed over automatic weapons including AK-

47 rifles, SLRs and barrel grenade launchers before Bastar Range Inspector 

General of Police Sundarraj P., Sukma Superintendent of Police Kiran 

Chavan, and CRPF Deputy Inspector General Anand Singh Rajpurohit. The 

surrendered Maoists were provided immediate financial assistance of fifty 

thousand rupees each as an incentive under the State Government’s 

rehabilitation policy.

REV. RUSSIA- UKRAINE ATTACK 

 Russia launched a large-scale overnight air attack on Ukrainian 

energy facilities, targeting electricity generation and distribution 

infrastructure. Ukranian President Volodymyr Zelenskiy said the assault 

involved more than 400 drones and about 40 missiles of various types, 

striking power grids, generation facilities and substations across the 

country. Russia did not immediately comment. Ukranian Prime Minister 

Denys Shmyhal said the strikes hit two thermal power plants in western 

Ukraine as well as key electricity distribution lines and substations. The 

attacks came as temperatures were forecast to drop to minus 14 degrees 

Celsius. Officials said emergency power cuts were introduced nationwide, 

and Ukraine requested emergency electricity imports from Poland. 

Ukraine’s largest private energy firm, DTEK, said multiple thermal power 

plants were damaged, marking the 10th attack on its facilities since 



October 2025. 

Meanwhile,  the US has given Ukraine and Russia a June deadline 

to reach a deal to end the nearly four-year war, President 

Volodymyr Zelenskyy said. The latest deadline follows US-

brokered trilateral talks in Abu Dhabi that produced no 

breakthrough as the warring parties cling to mutually exclusive 

demands. Zelenskyy said the US proposed holding the next round 

of trilateral talks next week in their country for the first time, 

likely in Miami.
