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CANADA PM INDIA VISIT: Prime Minister of Canada, Mark Carney, will pay an
official visit to India from today untill to 2nd of March. This will be Prime Minister
Carney’s first official visit to India. External Affairs Ministry said in a statement that
Prime Minister Carney will arrive in Mumbai today. Over the next two days, he will
participate in separate business engagements, interact with Indian and Canadian CEOs,
industry and financial experts, innovators, educators as well as Canadian Pension Funds
based in India. Prime Minister Carney will arrive in New Delhi on 1st of March. The next



day, Prime Minister Narendra Modi and the Canadian Prime Minister will hold
delegation-level talks at Hyderabad House. Both leaders will review the progress
achieved till date across diverse areas of the India - Canada Strategic Partnership. They
will also take stock of ongoing cooperation in key pillars including trade and investment,
energy, critical minerals, agriculture, education, research and innovation, and people-
to-people ties. The two leaders will also exchange views on regional and global
developments. Prime Minister Modi and Prime Minister Carney are also scheduled to
attend the India-Canada CEOs Forum scheduled later in the day. Our correspondent
reports that the visit comes at an important juncture in normalization of India-Canada
bilateral relations. The two Prime Ministers have earlier agreed to pursue a constructive
and balanced partnership grounded in mutual respect for each other’s concerns and
sensitivities, strong people-to-people ties, and growing economic complementarities.
The forthcoming meeting between the leaders will provide an opportunity to reaffirm
the positive momentum and shared vision of India and Canada in building a forward-
looking partnership.
PM-WEBINAR: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will address the Post Budget Webinar on
“Technology, Reforms and Finance for Viksit Bharat” tomorrow morning through video
conferencing. The webinar will entail discussions on public capex, infrastructure,
banking sector reforms, financial sector architecture, deepening capital markets, and
ease of living through tax reforms. The webinar is the first in a series of Post Budget
Webinars being organised on key themes emerging from the Union Budget 2026-27.
These webinars aim to draw lessons from past experiences and obtain structured
feedback from participants to strengthen and ensure outcome-oriented implementation
of the Budget announcements for Financial Year 2026-27, drawing upon the practical
experience and insights of diverse stakeholders. They will bring together stakeholders
from industry, financial institutions, market participants, Government, industry
regulators and academia to deliberate on effective implementation pathways for key
Budget announcements.

CDS-DRDO CONCLAVE: Chief of Defence Staff General Anil Chauhan today said that
India will not be deterred by nuclear blackmail, emphasising that Chemical, Biological,
Radiological and Nuclear (CBRN) should be considered more as an environment than a
threat. Inaugurating the CBRN Conclave in New Delhi, General Chauhan underlined the
need to brace oneself to operate in contaminated environments. He stressed the need
to stay ready with indigenous, state-of-the-art CBRN defence equipment, including early
warning systems, lightweight Individual Protective Equipment, and specialised gadgets
to carry out coordinated operations in synergy with military and civilian establishments.
The two-day conclave is being organised by the Defence Research and Development
Organisation (DRDO). The conference focuses on enhancing national resilience by
incorporating stakeholders’ perspectives into training and the infusion of technologies.
This will enhance the preparedness of security agencies in coordinated response for
handling any CBRN event. The conclave brings together experts and policymakers from
the Armed Forces, Central Armed Police Forces (CAPFs), and the National Disaster
Response Force (NDRF) with the aim of strengthening India’s response to CBRN
threats.



PREZ — JAISALMER: President Droupadi Murmu will witness the Indian Air Force's
Exercise 'Vayu Shakti' in Jaisalmer, Rajasthan today. President Murmu arrived in
Jaisalmer last evening on a two-day visit to the state. The Defence Ministry has
informed that prior to the exercise, the President will fly a sortie in indigenous Light
Combat Helicopter (LCH) - 'Prachand'. The mission will be undertaken as a two aircraft
LCH formation, with Chief of the Air Staff, Air Chief Marshal Amarpreet Singh, flying in
the second LCH. Notably, the LCH ‘Prachand’ is India’s first indigenously designed and
developed combat helicopter, manufactured by Hindustan Aeronautics Limited (HAL).
The helicopter has been designed to operate across diverse terrains, ranging from
deserts to high-altitude regions. After this, the President will attend the Indian Air
Force’s mega demonstration ‘Vayu Shakti’ at the Pokhran Field Firing Range near the
India-Pakistan border in the evening. During the event, various aircraft of the Indian Air
Force will showcase their operational capabilities. Besides the President, Defence
Minister Rajnath Singh and Chief Minister Bhajanlal Sharma will also be present at the
programme.
REV. SUNETRA PAWAR NCP PREZ

The Nationalist Congress Party (NCP) has unanimously elected
Maharashtra Deputy Chief Minister Sunetra Pawar as party's National
President. The decision was taken at NCP's National Convention 2026 held
in Worli, Mumbai yesterday. The party also announced Ajit Pawar's son
Parth Pawar as its candidate for the Rajya Sabha elections. In a social
media post, the newly elected NCP President, Sunetra Pawar, expressed
gratitude towards party's senior leaders, office-bearers and workers for
showing trust in her leadership. Ms Pawar said that the void created by the
departure of Ajit Pawar still unsettles the heart. She further said that
farmers are at the center of her party's ideology and the NCP will focus on
increasing the use of modern technology and artificial intelligence to make

farming more profitable.

WB - VOTER LIST PUBLICATION: On the instructions of the Supreme Court, the
incomplete final voter list of West Bengal will be published tomorrow, including the
names of those voters whose documents and information are still under judicial
verification in the SIR process. According to commission sources, at the beginning of
the SIR process, the state had more than 7 crore 66 lakh voters. From that, about 58
lakh names of deceased, relocated, missing, and fake voters have already been
excluded from the draft list. The names of the remaining 7 crore 8 lakh voters in the
draft list will appear in the final list. Meanwhile, the Election Commission has dismissed
the claim of Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee that 1 crore 20 lakh names might be
excluded from the final voter list. When asked about this, the state’s Chief Electoral
Officer Manoj Kumar Agarwal clearly stated that he does not have any specific figures
at this moment, and the list will be published according to Supreme Court's directives.



He said after the final list is published tomorrow, until the election notification is issued,
those cases that are resolved and approved will be considered part of the final list. For
unresolved cases, the words “Adjudication” or “Deleted” will be marked beside the
names.

ICC T20 WORLD CUP: In the ICC Men's T20 World Cup, India defeated Zimbawe by
72 runs in a crucial Super Eight match at the MA Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai last
night. Chasing a huge target of 257 runs set by India, the Sikandar Raza led Zimbawe
managed to score 184 runs at the loss of 6 wickets in 20 overs. Opening batter Brian
Bennett's unbeaten innings of 97 runs went in vain. For India, Harshdeep Singh bagged
highest 3 wickets. Earlier, Zimbawe won the toss and opted to bowl. Batting first, the
Suryakumar Yadav led Men in Blue scored 256 for 4 in the stipulated 20 overs. Hardik
Pandya remained unbeaten at 50 runs, while Tilak Verma also made 44 runs to give
India a strong finish. Returning back to form, Opening batter Abhishek Sharma made
55 runs. India will next face West Indies in their last Super Eight clash on Sunday at the
iconic Eden Gardens in Kolkata. The result of this match will decide India's fate in the
tournament. In another match yesterday, South Africa defeated West Indies by 9
wickets at the Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad. South Africa comfortably
achieved the target of 177 runs by only losing 1 wicket in 16.1 overs. Earlier, after
being invited to bat first, West Indies scored 176 for 8 in stipulated 20 overs.
