ASSAM-PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is on a day-long visit to Assam today.
At around 10:30 this morning he will land at the Emergency Landing
Facility on Moran Bypass, developed along a national highway in Dibrugarh
district, where he will also witness the aerial display of Fighters, Transport
aircrafts and Helicopters. The Emergency Landing Facility is the first of its
kind in Northeast India designed and constructed in coordination with the
Indian Air Force to support landing and take-off of military and civil aircraft
during emergencies. Mr Modi will inaugurate and flag off various projects
worth more than 5,450 crore rupees in Guwahati in the afternoon. Our
correspondent has the details:

"The Prime Minister will arrive in Guwahati after the
Dibrugarh event at around 1 PM, and will inaugurate Kumar
Bhaskar Varma Setu across River Brahmaputra connecting
Guwahati and North Guwahati built at a cost of 3,000 crore
rupees. After the bridge inauguration, the Prime Minister will

proceed to Lachit Ghat a nearby area to virtually inaugurate the
temporary campus of IIM Guwahati and the National Data Centre

for North Eastern Region at Amingaon in Kamrup district. In
addition, the Prime Minister will flag off 225 electric buses under

the PM-eBus Sewa Scheme for four cities of India. 100 buses for
Guwahati, 50 each for Nagpur and Bhavnagar and 25 buses for




Chandigarh. At 2 PM, the Prime Minister will address a Booth
Sanmilan of BJP workers in Guwahati. AMINUL, AKASHVANI

MORN. PIYUSH GOYAL- RAHUL GANDHI

Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has strongly rebutted
the allegations made by Congress leader Rahul Gandhi, terming it a stage-
managed, artificial and fake narrative. He was responding to a video
allegation shared by Mr Gandhi regarding the India-US trade arrangement.
In a social media post, Mr Goyal said that the Congress leader made the
allegations alongside party activists who were posing as farmer
representatives. He dismissed the claims as completely baseless and
accused Mr Gandhi of attempting to mislead the country’s Annadatas. The
Union Minister asserted that the interests of farmers have been fully
safeguarded by the Government and emphasised that the agreement is
designed to benefit farmers, fishermen, youth, MSMEs, startups, artisans
and Vishwakarmas.

Mr Goyal said that the Congress party is repeatedly spreading
misinformation to create fear among the farming community. He clarified
that commodities such as soyameal and corn have not been given any
concessions under the arrangement and therefore do not pose a threat to
farmers’ interests. He noted that, India currently imports around 5.5 lakh
tonnes of Apples annually due to domestic demand exceeding production.
He said the government has not permitted unlimited imports but only
introduced a quota lower than existing import levels. The Commerce
Minister added that imports will be allowed only at a Minimum Import Price
of 80 rupees per kilogram, along with a duty of 25 rupees per kilogram.

MORN.PM-ET SUMMIT
Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that amid numerous



disruptions, this decade has been one of unprecedented development for
India, marked by strong delivery and by efforts that have strengthened the
democracy. Addressing the ET Now Global Business Summit in New Delhi
last evening, he said, global pandemics, tensions across the globe, wars,
and supply chain breakdowns, the world has seen a lot in just a decade. Mr
Modi said, he is very proud that, despite many setbacks, this decade has
been one of development, excellent delivery, and strengthening of India's
democracy.

The Prime Minister said, in this decade of the 21st century, India is
riding the Reform Express. He said, when the last decade began, India was
the 11th largest economy, but today, the country is rapidly moving forward
and heading towards becoming the world’s third largest economy.

Mr Modi said, Government has made the Budget not only outlay-
focused but also outcome-centric. He recalled reforms outside the budget
such as next-generation GST, the creation of NITI Aayog in place of the
Planning Commission, the abrogation of Article 370, the law against Triple
Talaq, and the enactment of the Nari Shakti Vandan Adhiniyam.

The Prime Minister pointed out that in just the past year, reforms
were carried out in the ports and maritime sector, initiatives were taken for
the shipbuilding industry, reforms were advanced under the Jan Vishwas
Act, the SHANTI Act was introduced for energy security, labor law reforms
were implemented, the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita was brought in, reforms
were made in the Wagf Act, and a new Viksit Bharat G RAM G bill was
enacted to generate rural employment.

The Prime Minister said, over the past decade, Government has
regarded technology and innovation as the core drivers of growth.

Mr Modi said, today India is entering into trade deals with the world
because today's India is confident and ready to compete globally. He
underscored that one reform which has created global impact is UPI,
India’s digital payment system, which is not just an app but proof of
convergence of policy, process, and delivery.

The Prime Minister further emphasized that Digital India, the digital
payment system, and the Jan Dhan-Aadhaar-Mobile trinity were not born
out of compulsion but conviction, driven by the vision of including citizens
who were earlier left out.

The Prime Minister remarked that the world must now be prepared to
live with disruptions, noting that their nature will continue to evolve but
systems will change rapidly. He highlighted the disruptions already visible



due to artificial intelligence and emphasized that Al will bring even more
revolutionary changes in the future, for which India is ready.

He stressed that the decisions
taken here will not reflect the thinking of any monarch but will
serve as the foundation to advance the expectations of 140 crore
citizens.

Highlighting that after Independence, many important
decisions and policies for the nation were made from buildings
such as South Block and North Block, the Prime Minister remarked
that these structures, however, were built as symbols of the
British Empire, intended to keep India chained in slavery for
centuries. He said, As people are moving towards a Viksit Bharat,
it is vital that India sheds every trace of colonial mindset.

The Prime Minister remarked that the first quarter of the
21st century has now been completed, and it is essential that the
vision of a developed India is reflected not only in policies and
schemes but also in workplaces and buildings. He emphasized
that the places from where the nation is governed must be
effective and inspiring, impressive and motivating. He highlighted
that with new technologies rapidly emerging, the old buildings
were proving inadequate for expanding facilities and adopting
new tools. Mr. Modi pointed out that South Block and North Block
faced space constraints and limited amenities, and being nearly a
hundred years old, they were deteriorating from within, along
with several other challenges.

Mr Modi said, even decades after Independence, numerous
ministries of the Government of India were functioning from more
than 50 different locations in Delhi. He underlined that every year,
1,500 crore rupees was being spent on rent for these Ministry
buildings, while daily logistics costs were incurred for eight
thousand to 10 thousand employees moving between offices. He
stressed that with the construction of Seva Teerth and Kartavya
Bhavan, these expenses will reduce and employees’ time will be
saved.

He said, Seva Teerth is not just a name but a resolve-a
sacred place through service to citizens, a site to carry the pledge



of service to fulfillment.

Mr Modi said, Race Course Road was renamed Lok Kalyan
Marg and this was not merely a change of name. He said, it was
an effort to transform the mindset of power into a spirit of
service.
