The Prime Minister held a meeting with President of Spain Pedro Sanchez at 

Hyderabad House this morning. Both leaders discussed a wide range of issues 

aimed at deepening India-Spain partnership. The External Affairs Ministry said in 

a statement that key areas discussed include trade and economy, digital, 

innovation, health, climate action and education among others. Prime Minister 

Modi conveyed his appreciation for Spain’s consistent support for strong India-EU 

relations. In a social media post, Modi said they discussed ways to boost the India-

Spain friendship, especially in areas such as defence, security, technology and 

more.

AI EXPO: The Government has extended the India AI Impact Expo by one day 

till the 21st of this month. Briefing the media in New Delhi, Ministry of 

Electronics and Information Technology Secretary S. Krishnan said this move has 



been taken because of the overwhelming response from exhibitors, innovators, and 

visitors. He said that on the 20th and 21st of this month, the Expo will remain open 

until 8 PM. The Secretary added that tomorrow, the expo will be closed to the 

general public and will be open only to invited guests.

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IBRAHIMPATNAM: The legal hurdles surrounding the Ibrahimpatnam 

Municipal Chairman election in Rangareddy district have been cleared following 

ruling by the Telangana High Court. While hearing a habeas corpus petition filed 

by Harikanth, who alleged that his father and 19th ward councillor Akula Yadagiri 

was missing, the court clarified that the final decision regarding the chairman’s 

election rests solely with the Returning Officer.  The High Court explicitly directed 

the District Collector and police authorities to ensure that no undue pressure is 

exerted on Yadagiri, emphasizing that he must be allowed to act of his own free 

will. This intervention ensures that the electoral process remains transparent and

RS-ELECTION: The Election Commission of India has officially released the 

schedule for the Rajya Sabha elections as the terms of 37 members across 10 states 

are set to expire this April. According to the announcement, the formal notification 

will be issued on February 26, with March 5 set as the deadline for filing 

nominations. Candidates will have until March 9 to withdraw their papers. Polling 

is scheduled to take place on March 16 from 9 AM to 4 PM, and the results will be 

declared on the same evening. In Telangana, two seats currently held by BRS 

member K.R. Suresh Reddy and Congress member Abhishek Singhvi will fall 

vacant on April 9.

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CLIMATE WEEK: During Mumbai Climate Week, Chief Minister A. Revanth 

Reddy presented a strategic vision for Telangana that harmonizes economic 

expansion with environmental sustainability.
