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PTC, Mahabubnagar

SC: On Telangana MLA disqualification petitions, Supreme Court adjourned the
matter for three weeks. Today reviewing matter, SC heard arguments from both sides
senior advocate Abhishek Singhvi updated the bench on the Speaker's decisions
regarding eight legislators. Representing the BRS, advocate Mohit Rao argued that
undeniable evidence warrants the disqualification of the remaining two MLAs. He
noted that one member contested as a Congress MP candidate while another's
daughter ran under the same party banner. Despite their public campaigning for the
Congress, these individuals maintain they are still with the BRS, a claim the counsel



dismissed as groundless. After hearing both sides, the court adjourned the matter for
three weeks, expressing hope that the Speaker would adhere to previous judicial
directions within this timeframe. The bench clarified that it would consider initiating
contempt proceedings only if the Speaker fails to comply by the next hearing.MSV12

JOSHI: Union Minister Pralhad Joshi, speaking at the BJP State Office, stated that

the central budget is strategically designed to build a developed India by 2047. He
highlighted Prime Minister Modi’s efforts to strengthen the nation's economy and
introduce reforms suited for the Al generation, positioning India to become the
world's third-largest economic power. While addressing critics who claim Telangana
was neglected, the Minister pointed out the allocation of 5,000 kilometers of national
highways and significant grants for both urban and rural development. He further
noted that 42 railway stations in Telangana were modernized under the Atmanirbhar
Bharat initiative, and the state received three out of seven high-speed rail corridors.
Refuting claims that certain welfare schemes were weakened, he clarified that budget
allocations have actually increased. He concluded that these investments demonstrate
the central government's commitment to the state's growth.

PONNAM: State BC Welfare Minister Ponnam Prabhakar actively campaigned for
Congress candidates Husnabad, urging voters to ensure a massive victory for the
party. He called upon the electorate to secure all 20 seats in the Husnabad
municipality to strengthen the current momentum of growth. Highlighting the visible
transformation in the region, the Minister showcased several key projects, including
the Shatavahana University Engineering College, a 250-bed hospital, and the
Gauravelli project. He noted that infrastructure improvements like the Industrial Park,
Urban Forest Park, and beautified roads and lakes reflect the government's
commitment. Furthermore, he emphasized initiatives such as SETWIN training for
women's self-employment, the Young India Integrated Residential School, and
Advanced Training Centers as evidence of holistic development. He concluded by
presenting Kedam Lingamurthy as a dedicated leader who remains consistently
accessible to the local residents.

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HARISH RAO: Revanth Reddy govt had neglected 54 Sigachi Victims., said former
minister harish rao today in Sangareddy. Harish Rao visited sigachi victims. Former
minister Harish Rao criticized the Revanth Reddy government for failing to provide
promised compensation during his visit to families affected by the Sigachi industrial
accident. He lamented that 54 victims had been neglected and characterized the
current administration as a bankrupt government that has failed to fulfill its electoral
promises. While comparing the current situation to the previous regime, Rao noted
that issues like water scarcity and electricity shortages have resurfaced under
Congress rule. He challenged the Chief Minister to earn praise by outperforming the
previous government rather than dismantling existing welfare schemes. Despite facing
challenges like the pandemic in the past, he argued that the last two years have been
difficult for citizens due to the suspension of various social security programs. He
concluded that the government’s primary achievement has been halting progress
rather than providing public relief. MSV14

RAMCHANDRA RAOQO: During a municipal election campaign in Narsapur, BJP

State President N. Ramchandra Rao criticized the Congress administration for the

deteriorating infrastructure in urban areas. He highlighted that citizens are currently
struggling with inadequate drainage, irregular drinking water supply, and poor
sanitation. He further noted that the Congress government has followed the previous
BRS regime’s lead by burdening residents with increased municipal taxes without
delivering visible improvements. Refuting Chief Minister Revanth Reddy’s claims
regarding a lack of central support, Rao emphasized that significant regional
developments, including road expansions and railway station upgrades like the VVande
Bharat service, are results of Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s leadership. He asserted
that the central government is directly responsible for essential welfare measures, such
as providing five kilograms of free rice to the poor. He concluded by demanding
accountability from the state government regarding these federal contributions. MSV

KAVITHA: Former MLC and Telangana Jagruthi Chief Kavitha announced that the
process of forming a new political party is expected to be finalized within three
months, pending an auspicious time. During a press interaction at Banjara Hills in
Hyderabad, she criticized the ongoing phone-tapping investigation, suggesting that the
authorities are targeting lower-level officials while failing to apprehend the primary
instigators behind the orders. She likened the prolonged SIT probe to a television
serial, arguing that the government is merely dragging out the case. Furthermore, she
asserted that BRS Chief K Chandrasekhar Rao holds a permanent place in Telangana's



history and claimed that Chief Minister Revanth Reddy lacks the courage to face him
politically. Expressing concern over the declining standards of political discourse, she
condemned personal insults directed at leaders. She concluded by noting a growing
public sentiment in favor of independent candidates and smaller parties that prioritize
accountability over political rhetoric. MSV 13
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PAR — ADJOURN: Lok Sabha has been adjourned for the day following opposition
protests on various issues including India-US trade deal. When the House met after
the first adjournment at 12 noon, the opposition members from Congress, TMC and
DMK again trooped into the well and raised slogans against the government. The
Presiding officer urged the members to allow the House to function. Amidst the
opposition’s uproar, the Minister’s laid the papers of their respective Ministries.
Despite repeated appeals made by the chair, the opposition members continued with
their protest following which the House was adjourned for the day. The Discussion on
Union Budget 2026-27 was listed in the business of the House but could not be taken
up due to the opposition's continued protest. (Byte - Om Birla) On the other side,
Rajya Sabha transacted normal business before being finally adjourned for the day.
When the House met for the day, Members of the House raised the matter of public
importance during the Zero Hour.
